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Ques. 1 Fiscal year 2022 has been a roller
coaster for cotton trading. Will the next
year bring laurel to the industry?

For cotton trading, it is not a roller coaster as
observed by you. Only for other value added
industries like Cotton Spinning Mills, Cotton
Fabric Weaving Units, Cotton Readymade
Garment Units, Cotton Made-up Units,
Cotton Home Textiles Units and other value
chains in the cotton related industries, it is a
roller coaster. According to the scenario ex-
isting, unless otherwise the Russian-Ukraine
War is seeing a cease fire, the industry may
get further worsened. This will lead to a situ-
ation from bad to worse.

Ques. 2 Tamil Nadu is a major exporter of

yarn. Currently it is almost at halt. What

are the measures being adopted by the
mills in that case?

When there is no market available for ex-
ports, mills have to divert to the domestic
market alone. Since already there is a market
share of other mills catering the needs of do-
mestic market, all the mills are adopting a
complete slowing down policy in their pro-
duction and making their units either closed
permanently or not working for 5 days in a
week. This is seen for the past 8 months.

Ques. 3 Yarn from India is costlier as com-
pared to other countries, has textile mills
took any measures to curb the cost, does
importing raw cotton will help and if yes,
how much they are getting benefitted?

Yarn is produced from cotton and unless the
price of cotton is coming down, the price of
cotton yarn cannot be reduced in any
manner. Now the cotton prices have come
down to the extent of Rs.72000/Candy and
however, the yarn market is not supporting
due to the lack of demands for yarn. What we
expect is that the Indian cotton may come
little down in the coming months. But in
spite of the same, unless the yarn market
picks up, there will be no demand for pur-
chase of cotton. The domestic cotton in India
is already placed 20% higher than cotton
from other Countries. Because of the import
duty imposed on import of cotton to the
extent of 11% and due to the fact of higher
logistic cost involved in imports, spinning
mills are not able to place orders for the
import of cotton. This position is further
seeing negative on the factors of highly lower
demands on yarn as well as on other value
chains of cotton textile industry.

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Ques. 4 What support does the industry

seek from the government to compete in

the international market and how much

efforts does the association putting to
help the industry?

The Government of India should come for-

ward to reintroduce withdrawal of import

duty on cotton imports which was reintro-

duced on 01.11.2022 onwards. The Govern-

ment of India should also aim to design a

Stimulus Package for all industries in the
cotton textile value chain.

Ques. 5 Around 1/3rd of the spinning
mills of India lies in Tamil Nadu. But in
last couple of years, many spinning mills
rapidly erected in Gujarat. Does this affect
the spinning mills of Tamil Nadu in the In-
ternational market?

Not exactly. Since, the location of spinning
mills in Tamilnadu may benefit them on lo-
gistics, Tamilnadu Spinning Mills have other
advantages like wind power, skilled labour,
solar power and other such factors of entre-
preneur skill set ups. Hence, coming of new
mills at Gujarat may not have much impact.
Tamilnadu Spinning Mills are having multi-
ple type of spinning from various fibres like
cotton, VSE PSF and their blends etc.

Ques. 6 Recently CAl is demanding remov-
al11% import duty on cotton, in what
manner it shall affect the trade?

It will provide a level playing ground, which
proposal TASMA also welcomes.

Ques. 7 Even after into three month in

cotton season, spinning mills have not op-

erated in full capacity? how long do you

think it will take them to work in full ca-
pacity?

At present, the economy of World Communi-

ties should come back with improvements.

Russian-Ukraine War should see the cease
fire.

Ques 8. Most of the mills in Southern

India are working at half their capacity or

even less than that. How is it effecting the
employment?

Yes. It affects the employment in a larger way
and however, it is getting managed suitably.

Ques 9. Most of the textile businessmen
are demanding to ban MCX, do you feel it
is in interest of the textile industry?

Yes. Cotton has no role to play with MCX.
Cotton is a material having affairs with Gin-
ning and Spinning. Having brought the
cotton in to MCX makes speculators to join
the market and making the attempts to artifi-
cially escalating the price of cotton. This is
not anyway benefitted to either the farmers
or the spinning mills depending on cotton.
Hence, cotton should be delisted from the
MCX.




Ques 10. Due to the high soaring of cotton prices many mills are shifting towards other
fibres like viscose, rayon and polyester. How does the south Indian mills take it which are
renowned for manufacturing quality cotton yarn?

Yes. It happens. Many mills have started blending with VSF / PSF to the required ratios. Many

mills having completed switched over to MMF. However, when there is no market for yarn and

when the cotton prices are ruling high, these kinds of temporary arrangements may not anyway
benefit the industry in a larger context.

Organic Farming: A Regenerative
Approach to Sustainable Farming

Organic farming predominantly emphasizes on the use of natural and biological materials and
processes to produce food. The whole objective behind the procedure is to safeguard the human
health and to conserve, maintain and enrich the natural resources which consequently improve the
quality of the environment. Organic farming is being adopted at a very fast pace over the world.
Nations like Australia, Mexico stands for having the largest land area under organic cultivation.

The most apparent advantage that can be seen
is the immense improvement in the soil
quality as there is least or no use of chemical
fertilizers, pesticides or weedicides. Organic
farming is being the new suitable alternative
to the chemical based agriculture systems.

The deviation to organic farming culture
involves significant changes like restricted
use of synthetic fertilizers, labour inputs,
cultural practises like crop rotation etc.
Before starting with organic cultivation
farmers must closely address the issues like —
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Labour Inputs
Labour plays a key role in the production process
just like any other ventures. As compared to the
conventional high yield farming system, organic
farming practises are more labour centric such as
in techniques like strip farming, non chemical
weeding and composting. But, in the modern world
labour scarcity and high cost labour may hinder the
farmers to shift to sustainable farming. However, in
rural sectors it can turn out as an opportunity for

people especially women.

Crop Rotation
This is one of the essential practises to be followed
while opting for ecological agriculture system. As
some pest often are associated with a particular
crop. Diversification of crops either in time or
space eradicates this problem substantially. Also,
farmers who can afford to leave their fields fallow
for some period can help restore the fertility of soil.
