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Competition for ginners has increased a lot in the cotton industry since last 2 years. The price of cotton is ever fluctuat-
ing that all the calculation has gone wrong. Now only two options were left with the ginners, either they work in dispar-
ity or shut their factory and it has been so. Presently, about 30 percent ginning factories of Haryana and
Rajasthan have been closed.

Situation are expected to improve by April 2023
He said, my ginning factory have 16 DR’s which requires 350 quin-
tals of cotton daily whereas these days we are getting only 70-100
quintals of cotton daily. In such a situation, we are forced to work
in disparity. However, we believe that by March-April 2023 the sit-
uation will improve to a great extent. Because according to an esti-
mate, 50 percent of ginning will shut down by then. And before
the sowing of the new season, the farmers will definitely bring the
old crop to the mandis. This will increase the arrival and reduce

the competition.

Anish Agrawal (GINNER) / Ateli, Haryana.

Reflecting the present condition of the cotton industry, Anish
Agarwal, who is running a ginning factory at Ateli station in Ma-
hendragarh district of Haryana, said this. Anish told that 10
years ago he left the practice of CA and started this business.
Since his station has the good yield of cotton crop, he chose this

field for its immense potential.

This is the time of crisis for the textile industry
When asked the reason for the low arrival, Anishji told that the
slow arrival is a problem of few months. Because, this time the
crop has been better than last year. That's why only after a few
months the actual arrivals will definitely increase. Right now,
the farmers are hopeful that they will get higher prices and, in
this hope, they have stockpiled cotton. But by the time April
comes, they will have to sell their goods. Yes, the present time is

definitely a time of crisis for the entire textile industry.

Cotton’s price doubled, forcing farmers to stock up.

¥ Affluent farmers always sell their crop after holding it till the end, but if the middle and small class farmers are also hold-
ing the crop, then it is their helplessness. Yes, it has become the necessity for the cotton farmers to stop the crop because
if they sell it at a low price then they will bear the loss. The cost of cotton farming has doubled in the last few years. Fertil-
izer, pesticide and labor have all become very expensive, so it is not possible for the farmer to sell cotton at a low price.
Shailendra Singh Panwar, a farmer of Wakaner village of Madhya Pradesh said this.

- Shailendra, who has been cultivating cotton on about 25 acres of land for the past 30 years, said that this year the cotton
' crop has been below average. This is also one of the reasons why the arrival of cotton in the market is slow.

He said, that the farmers of Madhya Pradesh have become a little capable as compared to earlier. Most of the farmers are
- now using the facility of Kisan Credit Card, due to which they are not forced to sell the old crop at low prices for sowing
in new season. With the availability of loan facility, they can wait for good prices for their crops.

JANUARY REPORT

COTTON: This month’s U.S. 2022 /23 cotton forecasts include higher production and ending stocks, no change in U.S. mill use,
and lower exports. Production is 438,000 bales higher, at 14.7 million, with yield at a record 947 pounds per acre, up 9 per-
cent from the December estimate.

Exports are forecast 250,000 bales lower, at 12.0 million, with both projected world trade and the U.S. share slightly lower this
month. Ending stocks are up 700,000 bales to 4.2 million, equal to 30 percent of projected use. The upland season-average
price received
by U.S. farmers is projected 2 cents lower this month at 83 cents per pound.

World 2022 /23 ending stocks are forecast 370,000 bales higher this month as lower production is more than offset by a reduc-

tion in consumption. World production is forecast 330,000 bales lower than it was in December as lower production in India

more than offsets gains in the United States and Brazil. Projected world consumption is 850,000 bales lower this month, at
110.9 million bales, a 5.7-percent decline from the previous year.

Compared with the December outlook, India’s 2022 /23 consumption is forecast 500,000 bales lower, with smaller declines

for Indonesia and Vietnam. Projected world trade is down 600,000 bales, to 41.7 million, as projected exports from the United
States, India, and Argentina decline. Imports by China, Indonesia, and Vietnam are also projected lower.
