The Union Minister for Textiles, Piyush Goyal on Friday said that the Indian
Textile industry can shoot up to 200 billion dollars in the technical textiles
sector.

The Union Minister for Textiles, Piyush Goyal on Friday said that the Indian
Textile industry can shoot up to 200 billion dollars in the technical textiles
sector. He said this while addressing the Keynote Session of "Technotex 2023:
Envisioning Indian Technical Textiles @2047', the 10th edition of the Interna-
tional Exhibition and Conference on Technical Textiles, at Bombay Exhibition
Centre in Goregaon, Mumbai.

"The technical textile sector will enable us to find applications in modern tech-
nology areas. Technical textiles are going to be used increasingly in ocean
ships and in the airline industry as well," said the Union Minister.

"I appeal to startups as well as large corporations to consider expanding rapid-
ly in the technical textiles field. Our share of the global market is about 2.5 per
cent. I believe that the Indian market will grow faster than 12 per cent if we are
able to showcase its purposes,” he added.

"It is time we started looking at scale and more composite plants, to use more
modern technology, thereby also enabling us to meet the needs of large corpo-
rate buyers across the world. Many international companies tell me that they
are not able to find high-quality high volume suppliers, even though many
would prefer to have a relationship with India and work with democracy with
transparent rule-based systems," said Goyal.

"It is time we look at growth, scale and speed. Today is the right time to cap-
ture world markets. Our Free Trade Agreements with UAE and Australia came
into force last year. We are also working on agreements with other countries in-
cluding those of the European Union. The direction is to become an interna-
tional player. No country has become a developed nation without playing an in-
tegral role in the global supply chain. We have to integrate our economy with
those of the developed countries to reach our potential and the desire of our
young population,” he added.

The Minister said that Technotex will help us showcase our own abilities to
Indian companies and the rest of the world. "More webinars, seminars and con-
ferences with technical people from different user sectors should be held
where the textiles industry can showcase the various applications of technical
textiles."

The Minister exhorted everyone including the student community to make
quality and sustainability a part of our lives. "All of us and our young genera-
tion should imbibe the principle of Zero Effect Zero Defect in our lives and
make quality a mantra. BIS has come up with seven quality standards today,
Quality Control Orders are also going to be institutionalized in the days to
come. This will help us to make our products world-class."

Australia's cotton traders hope to improve relations with China and lift the ban

Chinese cotton buyers are buying Australian products in the hope that an informal embargo that has ended Australian cotton exports to China can be
lifted, Which has already resumed trade in other approved items. According to Chinese customs data, China will import 20,000 tonnes of Australian cotton
in 2022, compared to 400,000 tonnes in 2019.

Brazilian cotton exports to China increased manifold

Brazil's cotton exports to China have increased manifold. Although it has nothing to do with the US ban. Brazilian cotton has gained a major market share
in China. Trade data indicates that Brazil's cotton exports have increased in both value and volume over the past five years, with a sharp increase between

2017 and 2020.

Tiruppur gets orders from global brands again after a long time, 11.6% increase in exports
After a gap of several months, a group of garment manufacturers from Tiruppur heaved a sigh of relief. In fact, big global brands like Walmart have started
taking orders from Tiruppur's garment manufacturers. Due to this knitwear exports picked up in January after 5 months. Knitwear exports from Tiruppur
grew by 1.5 per cent in dollar terms and 11.6 per cent in rupee terms in January.

Stocking of cotton seems to be proving costly for the farmers of Adilabad
Traders in Maharashtra are offering good prices. Farmers living near the border are selling their cotton at Rs 8,500 per quintal. Cotton farmers of Adilabad,
who had earlier stored their produce in the hope of getting better prices, are now in a state of depression as the prices have not increased as per their expec-
tations despite the end of the season.
