The farmer does not
understand the market, but after hearing the
rumors of getting higher prices from different
places, he stopped the goods, due to which he has
to bear the loss. From the point of view of Ginners,
this year was not for Ginners at all. Throughout the
year, we have followed the strategy of sell first and
buy later. Most of the ginners have been forced to
work on disparity only.

BIG PROBLEM

The biggest problem in the ginning industry is the mismatch of purchase and sale parameters. In fact,

when a ginner buys raw material, he buys the goods without any parameter, but when he makes bales

from the same raw material and sells them, the mills buy them only after checking them according to

their criteria. In such a situation, the ginners have to bear the entire brunt of adulteration in the goods,
which is completely wrong from the business point of view.
