SI S | Due to the slow arrival of cotton, this time the season of cotton trade will be longer. The current situation is that March is
about to end and 40 per cent cotton is yet to arrive in Telangana. For this reason the traders of Telangana have extended the power ca-
pacity up to 2 months in advance. This information was given by Yogesh Vermaji, a cotton broker from Bhainsa village of Telangana.

Yogesh Verma,(cotton broker),
Bhainsa, Telangana

He told that in the cotton industry of Telangana, after Adilabad, the name of Bhainsa comes at the second place. There are a total of 25 ginning

factories, but at present only 13 of them are in operation. In normal condition, 1.5 to 2 lakh cotton bales arrive annually in Bhainsa and daily

about 150 carts (of 70-80 quintals) come to the mandi here. But this year due to slow arrival only 50 vehicles are coming to the market. Premi-

um quality cotton (78 rd, 3.8-4 mic and 30 mm) is available here. Whose demand is very high in South and Maharashtra. The distance of buffalo
from Maharashtra's Nanded border is just 12 kilos, so a large number of cotton here goes to the mills of Maharashtra.

Farmer is adopting the strategy of herding

This year has been very lossful for both the ginners and the farm-

ers. In our state, farmers have heavily stocked cotton. Now such a

situation is being created that if a farmer of a village is ready to sell

cotton, then other farmers also sell cotton. It is clear from this

that the farmers are not working wisely but with the strategy of

sheep. Bhainsa has 60 small villages and this is the situation in all
the villages.

Area can be reduced by 40 percent

Compared to last season, this season farmers have to sell cotton at

a very low price. The result of this is that farmers are losing faith

in this crop. Looking at the situation prevailing in Telangana,

there is every possibility that the area under cotton will reduce by

40 percent in the coming season. Actually, the farmers here are

taking more interest in fast picking and easy selling crops like
maize and soyabean.

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4 ElNino expected to improve cotton production in US
- An El Nifio weather pattern could boost yields in the second half of the year for US cotton farmers, who were forced to aban-
don a large portion of their crop in 2022 due to one of the worst droughts in years. This comes at a time when global demand

for the fiber is weak.

Cotton prices weak in Brazil, domestic sales more profitable than exports

Cotton prices in Brazil remain weak, remunerating the domestic market has been higher than exports, with domestic prices al-
ready higher than paid for exported cotton. From August 2022 to the first eight working days of March 2023, Brazil exported

1.148 million tonnes of cotton, down 17 percent from the amount exported between August 2021 and March 2022.

Indian cotton arrivals at three-year high in March

Cotton arrivals in India have started rising to a three-year high in March. Traders said natural fiber prices are likely to stabilize
between Rs 60,000 and Rs 62,000 per candy in view of good quality of arrivals. Prabhu Dhamodharan, convener of the Indian
Texpreneurs Federation (ITF), said, "We are seeing a steady increase in arrivals in all markets."

4 Tamil Nadu cotton farmers have full hope - cotton prices will increase in the coming week
Cotton farmers in Ramanathapuram district of the state are hopeful of getting good prices for their crop in the coming week.
Actually, the harvesting of cotton crop is going on at a fast pace in the district. At present, cotton is being sold at an average of
Rs 65 per kg, while last year in the same season the price had increased up to Rs 103 per kg.

Tiruppur knitwear exports decline in FY23

For FY23, according to the Tiruppur Exporters Association, total knitwear exports from Tiruppur are estimated at $4.31 bil-
lion, a decrease of 4.22 per cent from the $4.5 billion recorded in FY22. However, in rupee terms, there would be a marginal in-

crease of 3.12 per cent from ¥33,525 crore in FY22.

In

the North Zone, the price of cotton has decreased by

Rs.30 per mand in Punjab, Rs.35 in Haryana and Rs.50

In the central zone, Maharashtra saw the maximum de-

crease of Rs 1,500 per candy, while Gujarat and Madhya

Pradesh saw a decrease of up to Rs 600 per candy. Due

to the fall in prices, there is once again an atmosphere of
despair among the farmers.

In South Zone, there was no difference in cotton prices

in Karnataka and Andhra Pradesh this week. In con-

trast, cotton prices have decreased by Rs 200 per candy
in Telangana and Rs 700 per candy in Odisha.
