There must be transparency between the

buyer (BUYER) and the seller (SELLER).

The Maharashtra Cotton Brokers Association, replying to
what changes were made in the last 2 years due to which it has
been elected for the second time, said that a broker has to
strike a balance between the buyer and the seller, so that there
is less or no dispute if If there is a dispute, then the broker does
not get the commission due to which he has to go through alot
of trouble. In view of this situation, a committee of 7 people
has been formed in the Brokers Association, which resolves
these disputes, and the committee has been named (Dispute
Committee). Any other reason which helps the broker to get
his commission from the buyer and seller. Maharashtra
Cotton Brokers Association is completing 50 years due to
which the Golden Festival is being celebrated. Earlier only the
people of Maharashtra were made members in the association,
but now any state can become a member. Now the association
has more than 110 members. There is a plan for the next 2
years to form an All India Cotton Brokers Association by merg-
ing all the state associations and will also implement the new
policy rules. Describing the quality of the broker, he said that
the broker should work with transparency. This transparency
should be maintained with the buyer as well as the seller.
When there is transparency, it becomes easy to work.

Told Miller and Ginner to convey the message that it is neces-

sary to make Ginner of good quality, if there is good quality

then there will be less disputes. There will be no differences be-
tween buyer and seller.

Describing the future cotton scenario, according to him, the
future of cotton is very good if the internal problem is re-
moved.

It is the responsibility of the cotton broker to provide informa-

tion, pricing, market strategy and market analysis related to

the cotton market. Cotton broker helps the buyers to coordi-

nate the demand and supply and provides them market infor-
mation for the right buying or selling.

For the second consecutive week, there was a decline in the international

cotton market. Cotton rates for the months of July 23, December 23 and

March 24 on the International Cotton Exchange declined by 3.40, 1.43 and
1.32 cents.

Cotton prices also saw a decline on the Multi Commodity Exchange
(MCX) in the Indian market. The bargain price for the month of June de-
clined by Rs. 1,800 to Rs. 57,200 per candy.

On NCDX, cotton prices also declined by Rs. 16 per 20 kg this time, while
the prices of khal fell by Rs. 68 and Rs. 67 per quintal for the months of July
and August, respectively.

Looking at the exchange market of other countries, the Cotlook "A" index

rose by 0.80 points, the Brazil Cotton index declined by 2.70 points, while

the MCX spot rate recorded a decline of 1,140 points. With this, there has

been a decrease of 2.22 on the USDA spot rate. Pakistan's KCA spot rate
fell by Rs 1,500 by the end of the week.

The state of Maharashtra is the leading state in the country in cotton production. The importance of the indus-
try is that the state has large and small textile mills. Global spinning is a very important factor.

2,500 to 3,000 crores per annum, both directly and indirectly, through the medium of the state's cotton mills.
Cotton produced by cotton farmers is not sold by the farmers.

The country's spinning has a huge contribution in the development of the state, but in the current situation, due

to the spinning non-export situation, there has been a huge decline in the domestic supply in the market. There

is aloss of Rs 30 to 40 per kg. So it is becoming difficult to keep the mill running and it is becoming very difficult

to maintain all the confidence and help is needed, otherwise the whole textile industry will be affected. Collapse
is possible

There is also an important matter that there is a difference between the help received from the government to

the co-operative cotton mill and the private cotton mill. And the co-operative cotton mill and the private cotton

mill have to sell in the same market, due to which the private cotton mill has to suffer a big loss. Accordingly,
the electricity rebate for cooperative Sutgirani is Rs 2 per unit while for private Sutgirani it is Rs 3 per unit.

In this way, the government will help the co-operative cotton mill with interest equal to Rs 3000 per spindle, it
has been decided that private cotton mill also needs it, both cooperative and private cotton mill need it.

Looking at the economic situation and recession, the government should help cooperative and private cotton
farmers without making any distinction. Otherwise, it will be difficult for private spinners to run.
Looking at this situation and preventing the loss, it is difficult to move ahead with private thread weaving, so
the idea of bandhing private thread weaving is being floated.
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Panipat: Yarn industry is in trouble

The cotton industrialists were forced to run their industry in a single shift. Recycled yarn production has declined by over 50
per cent in the last two months, while yarn rates have declined by 20 per cent due to lack of demand for handloom products in
the domestic and global markets.

"Cotton sowing is less, the area in Punjab may be less than 2 lakh hectares"

Bathinda: This is the first time in decades that the area under white gold has come down to less than 2 lakh hectares. Though
the exact figures are yet to be revealed, it is estimated to come down to 1.75 lakh hectares this season. Back-to-back pest at-
tacks, unpredictable weather patterns and non-availability of canal water for sowing have reduced cotton cultivation to almost
nil in Punjab.

Pink bollworm detected in cotton fields in Abohar, farmers worried

The cotton farmers of Abohar are worried about the pink bollworm being found in their fields, although officials say there is
nothing to worry about at the moment. As per the information, the pests were seen in the fields where the farmers had sown
the crop before the recommended period of April 15-May 15.

Out of 11.2 lakh cotton seed packs sold in Punjab, 2.6 lakh are untraceable
Around 2.61 lakh packets of cotton seeds were sold in excess of the seeds actually used for cotton cultivation in 4,32,434 acres
in the state. The state agriculture department is troubled by how and where those packets of seeds were transported or sold.

Farmers worried over shortage of seed cotton after rain delay

Nagpur: Even as the late arrival of monsoon worries farmers in the region, short supply of seed cotton this year is adding to
their woes. Farmers in each locality of the region use certain brands of seeds as they find it suitable for the soil conditions of
their region.
