"The growing pink bollworm crisis:

challenges for cotton growers"

Pink bollworm: (Pectinophora gossypiella) is a major pest
that affects cotton crops. This is particularly problematic
in areas where cotton is grown on a large scale. Which in-
clude Gujarat, Maharashtra, Andhra Pradesh, Punjab and
Karnataka. Pink boll attacks cotton plants and their bolls,
causing crop damage and reduced yield. Here are some
key points about pink bollworm attacks on cotton:

Life Cycle: Pink bollworms go through various life stages
including egg, larva, pupa, and adult. The larvae are the
most damaging stage, as they feed on the cotton bolls.

Bt Cotton: Genetically modified cotton varieties, known as
Bt cotton, have been developed to resist pink bollworm at-
tacks. They contain genes from the bacterium Bacillus
thuringiensis, which produces proteins toxic to insects.

Pesticides: Chemical pesticides may be used as a last resort
when other control methods are ineffective. However, as
mentioned earlier, resistance is a concern, and judicious
use of insecticides is important to prevent further resis-
tance.

(alternative host crops that attract pink bollworms away
from cotton) can be effective in managing pink bollworm
populations.

Timing: It is important to use pest management strategies
at the appropriate time to target pink bollworms at their
most vulnerable life stage.

Integrated Pest Management (IPM): The most effective ap-
proach to managing pink bollworm is often integrated pest
management. IPM combines various control methods in-
cluding biological control, cultural practices and judicious
pesticide use to reduce the impact of pink bollworm on
cotton crops.

Research and Education:Ongoing research into pink boll-
worm biology, behavior, and resistance management is im-
portant. Education and training programs for farmers can
help them implement effective pest management practices.

Regulatory Measures: In some areas, government officials
may impose rules and guidelines for pink bollworm man-
agement to prevent its spread and reduce economic losses.

Effective pink bollworm management is essential to ensure
the sustainability and productivity of cotton cultivation,
and a combination of approaches is often required to ad-
dress the challenges posed by this pest.

The deal price for the month of November fell by
Rs 800 per candy.

On NCDEX, cotton prices fell by Rs 16 per 20 kg, while the price of Khal in-
creased by Rs 26 and Rs 1 per quintal in the months of December and January-24
respectively.

If we look at the exchange market of other countries, Cotton Look "A" index fell

by 1.40 cents, USDA spot rate fell by 1.05 cents and MCX spot rate fell by Rs 1420

Cotton prices declined as supply prospects improved.

Cotton Candy prices declined -0.73% to close at 59,540 on improving supply prospects as the new crop season begins. This will

increase arrivals and put pressure on prices. India’s cotton exports faced challenges in 2022-23, falling to a record low of 15.50

lakh bales. However, the decline is expected to be limited due to weak production outlook, with a decline of 8%-10% compared
to last year.

Cotton farmers in Odisha hope for a good crop

Despite the indifference of the monsoon this season, cotton growers have shown ingenuity in crop management. Besides this,
farmers have also surpassed the Agriculture Department's target for intercropping in cotton fields. Bacterial and fungal infec-
tions have been reported in the cotton crop in some parts of Kalahandi district, even as farmers are hopeful of a good harvest this
season.
