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Indian cotton roductio to be 6% lower this year

The International Cotton Advisory
Committee said in a press release on

The total consumption by textile mills is expected to be 294 lakh bales compared with

Cotton production during 2023-2024 cotton season is expected to be 6% lesser than the
season that ended on September 30.

The Committee on Cotton Production and Consumption, which met on November 6,
estimated cotton production in the current season (October 2023 to September 2024)
to be 316.57 lakh bales (170 kg each) as against 336.60 lakh bales in 2022-2023.

The total consumption by textile mills is expected to be 294 lakh bales compared with
295 lakh bales last season. Exports are likely to be 25 lakh bales and imports 12 lakh
bales. The committee projects production to be lower in the central (Gujarat,
Maharashtra, and Madhya Pradesh) and southern zones (Telangana, Andhra Pradesh,
Karnataka and Tamil Nadu).

Cotton production is affected by pink bollworm and inadequate monsoon in many
parts, said Atul Ganatra, president of the Cotton Association of India. According to
Nishant Asher, secretary of Indian Cotton Federation (ICF), the main issue this year will
be demand and not supply. The daily arrivals to the market at present is 70,000 to one
lakh bales. Currently, Indian cotton prices are on a par with the international prices. If
the international prices decline, Indian cotton will become expensive. This will hit the
domestic textile industry further, he said.

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Cotton Highlights from November WASDE Report

The 2023/24 U.S. cotton balance sheet shows slightly lower
consumption but higher production and ending stocks this
month. Production is 273,000 bales higher, at 13.1 million
bales, as lower production in Texas is more than offset
elsewhere. Domestic mill use is 100,000 bales lower,
reflecting the pace of recent consumption, and exports are
unchanged, leaving ending stocks 400,000 bales higher at
3.2 million bales or 22.5 percent of use.

The 2023/24 season-average price for upland cotton is
reduced 3 cents this month to 77 cents per pound.

This month’s 2023/24 global cotton balance sheet includes
lower consumption, but higher production and stocks.
Beginning stocks are 200,000 bales higher largely due to a
300,000-bale increase in India’s 2022/23 production based
on data from their Committee on Cotton Production and
Consumption. The global production forecast for 2023/24 is
850,000 bales higher this month as larger expected crops in
Afghanistan, the United States, Argentina, and Paraguay
offset reductions in Spain and Mexico. Global consumption

| is 500,000 bales lower, with cuts for Vietnam, Turkey, and

Bangladeshs cotton, o 1mports dechne

Bangladesh’s cotton and yarn imports witnessed a sharp decline in the
first nine months of 2023, primarily due to reduced global and local
demand, inconsistent gas supply, and the ongoing crisis related to the
US dollar, which has collectively burdened textile mills.

According to data from the Bangladesh Textile Mills Association
(BTMA), the country’s cotton imports for yarn production fell by 28
per cent year-on-year to 9.87 lakh tonnes from January to September.

In the corresponding period the previous year, businesses
had imported 13.66 lakh tonnes of cotton.

Similarly, yarn imports also decreased by 26 per cent,
dropping to 6.29 lakh tonnes in the first nine months of the
year compared to 8.51 lakh tonnes in the same period the
previous year.

This decline in cotton and yarn imports by textile mills
comes at a time when the export receipts of the readymade
garment industry, responsible for more than 80 per cent of
the country’s external earnings, have slowed.

In October, garment shipments decreased by 14 per cent
year-on-year. Despite this, the overall earnings from the
apparel sector grew by nearly 6 per cent to US $ 38.7 billion
from January to October.

In the same period in 2022, it was US $ 36.6 billion,
according to the Bangladesh Garment Manufacturers and
Exporters Association.

A Matin Chowdhury, the Managing Director of New Asia
Group, a vertically integrated apparel manufacturing entity,
attributed the 25 to 30 per cent drop in demand to slowing
global demand and disruptions in production caused by
erratic gas supply. He also noted that local demand has
decreased due to the current economic conditions.
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Weak rupee helps cotton prices remain above MSP

Nagpur: After a sluggish start to the cotton procurement season, farmers have some hope as market prices ranged between
Rs 7,000 and Rs 7,200 per quintal, slightly higher than the long-standing minimum support price (MSP) of Rs 7,020 per
quintal. Prime cotton. Traders say rates are likely to remain in the same range this season given the 10% surge in global
stocks.

Global cotton production likely to decline by 4.7% in 2023-24 season

Global cotton production is likely to decline by 5 million bales (217.7 kg) this season (October 2023-September 2024) as
production in China, the US, Australia and India is affected. However, industry experts and analysts have said that cotton
prices are likely to decline in the current quarter, but are expected to rise from at least the second quarter of 2024.

Bangladesh: Import of cotton and yarn, falling demand, low gas supply, high US dollar price are responsible for this.
Bangladesh's cotton and yarn imports declined in the first nine months of 2023 as falling demand in global and local mar-
kets, irregular gas supply and the US dollar crisis hit textile millers. According to Bangladesh Textile Mills Association
(BTMA) data, the country's cotton imports for making yarn declined 28 per cent year-on-year to 9.87 lakh tonnes in Janu-
ary-September.

Spinning mills in Tamil Nadu will go on strike from November 7

President of Open-End Spinning Mills Association G. Arulmozhi said that due to the high cost of cotton waste as well as
huge costs of electricity and labour, the mills are unable to operate. Open-end spinning mills in Tamil Nadu that supply
yarn to producers of mops, mats, kitchen towels, lungis, etc. will stop operations from November 7 to 30. Similarly, master
weavers in Tiruppur and Coimbatore districts have announced a strike from November 5.

200 garment factories closed in Bangladesh.

Owners have announced temporary closure of about 200 export-oriented garment factories in Ghazipur, Savar, Ashulia
and Mirpur in Dhaka amid workers' agitation over wage hike. They fear that if the factory is kept open, the workers' protest
may spread further.
