Uttar Pradesh, Nagaland, Manipur, Mizoram & Tripura, Kerala & Mahe, Tamil
Nadu, Puducherry & Karaikal. They were markedly below normal (-5.1°C or
less) at isolated places over Sub-Himalayan West Bengal & Sikkim, Madhya
Maharashtra, Telangana. They are below normal (-1.6°C to -3.0°C) at a few
places over Chhattisgarh; at isolated places over West Uttar Pradesh, East
Madhya Pradesh, Karnataka, Rayalaseema, Haryana-Chandigarh-Delhi and
near normal over rest parts of the country. Yesterday, the lowest minimum
temperature of 11.0°C was reported at Jalgaon (Madhya Maharashtra)
over the plains of the country.

*Maximum Temperature Departures (as on 26-10-2023): Maximum
temperatures were appreciably above normal (3.1°C to 5.0°C) at isolated
