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It’s been nearly 3 years pandemic hit with its first
wave all around the world. It well made under-
stand the people that health is the real wealth
and brought a drastic change in their food con-
sumption habits. People now seem to be more in-
clined towards quality and organic food which is
why there is a steep increase in demand of sus-
tainably grown food products in Indian market.
People globally have taken a healthier turn by in-
cluding organic food items as an essential part of
their regular diet.

As estimated by industry experts, the Indian or-
ganic food market is expected to reach $10 billion
by the year 2025. However, there’s still a long
way to go. India holding 20% population of the
world itself, it is only able to consume 1% organic
produce of the total organic produce. Apparently,
there are a lot many loopholes which yet need to
be addressed to take the Indian organic market a
level up.

India is blessed with the largest farmlands of the
world and most of its economy is based on agri-
culture. As per APEDA, Madhya Pradesh has the
largest acreage under organic cultivation (11.61
lakh hectares) and holds 27% of India’s total acre-
age of organic cultivation. Some of the major or-
ganicfood clusters in MP are Badwani, Jhabua, Ali-
rajpur, Dindori, Chhindwara, Mandla, Sheopur,
Guna, Mandsaur etc.
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Below listed are some of the challenges that the Indian
organic food industry faces :-

1. Limited Awareness - There’s still a myth in the Indian society of considering or-

ganic food as a high status symbol and luxury rather than a basic necessity for good health. f

People know organic more as something hi-fi and unreachable rather than a sustainable '
solution.

2.0pting for a low-priced product - Indian people have huge variances with

respect to their disposable incomes. Even if, there’s a slight difference in the product price, q

it can make them opt for a cheaper product rather than a high-quality, fairly priced prod- 8
uct which can benefit their health effectively. ’

3.Non-supportive retail market - Retailers mostly choose a fast-moving

cheaper product to sell rather than risking the shelves with a lesser-known organic prod-

uct. The label “organic” puts the shopkeepers in an anxious state of thinking about the re-

turns, profit and investments. This creates a huge gap between the manufacturers and
buyers which make the products even more unreachable for the latter. S

4. Traditional farming habits - Indian farmers have become so familiar with the

traditional farming practices of using chemical fertilizers that they are least bothered to /

learn the new methodologies of sustainable farming. Most of the farmers do not get insti-

gated of adopting organic farming techniques fearing of not getting the results as the fertil-
izer-based farming gives.

Wy - 5. Administrative support - Currently, government bodies are providing subsi-

s dies for chemical fertilizer which attract farmers more towards them. Better understand-

W ing of organic farming and knowledge of its insights is very crucial for the farmers to moti-

‘ vate them for this transition. Also, recovery and insurance policies in case of crop losses in
organic farming can boost up the will to shift to organic cultivation.

1 6. Understanding the demand and supply gaps - Itis observed in some in-
"8l stances that the demand of some comparatively popular organic item is more than its
. supply. Whereas it also happens that a particular item is supplied more than its demand.

This supply chain needs to be balanced in either ways.

There is still so much to be looked upon in the organic food market. Organic should be
given the status of an industry and specific policies should be implemented to take it
to a level higher. However, it cannot be denied that organic products have gained the
spotlight and popularity among the mass in recent years. Despite of the odds, the

sector seems to move ahead gradually and consistently.
