The international cotton market witnessed a rise for the third
consecutive week in the month of February 2024.

Cotton prices for March 24, May, 24 and July 24 months of International
Cotton Exchange increased by 2.09, 2.20 and 2.21 cents respectively.

In the Indian market, a rise of Rs 1,280 was seen in the price of cotton on
Multi Commodity Exchange (MCX).

On NCDEX, the price of cotton increased by Rs 88.5 per 20 kg, while the
price of Khal saw an increase of Rs 156 in the month of February. There was
an increase of Rs 140 and Rs 135 per quintal in March and April.

If we look at the cotton market of other countries, an increase was seen in the

Cotlook "A" index, USDA spot rate was higher by 1.07 cents and MCX spot

rate was higher by Rs 1,660 per candy, while Brazil Cotton Index registered
an increase of 3.01 points.

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As farmers in Punjab and Haryana embarked on their scheduled Delhi
march today, the demand for a guaranteed minimum support price
(MSP) has emerged as a primary sticking point between the farming
community and the government.While farmer leaders see the demand
for MSP legislation as a relatively modest request to ensure that all pro-
duce is procured on the Swaminathan formula of C2+50 per cent, the
government sees it as a major challenge, which Requires substantial fi-
nancial allocation, infrastructure. Policy and other guarantees to pro-
tect the interests of consumers.

The government currently fixes MSP for 22 crops with annual adjust-
ments corresponding to eight crops of Rabi and 14 crops of Kharif
season. However, farmers argue that the absence of legislation makes
them vulnerable to selling their produce to private traders at lower
prices, raising questions about the effectiveness of the government's
MSP policy.

Agriculture and food policy expert Devinder Sharma emphasizes that
guaranteed MSP is a solution to the multifaceted challenges faced by
farmers. They argue that the implementation of such a guarantee,
which requires an annual allocation of around Rs 2 lakh crore (addi-
tional), is critical for the welfare of the country's 50 per cent popula-
tion, which depends on agriculture.

“Farmers are not demanding the government to buy all crops at MSP,
they just want a law to ensure that the produce is not bought below the
MSP set by the government, which is the sole cause of the agricultural
crisis in the country. " he added.

Arjun Munda stressed the need for a structured discussion to find a
solution and emphasized the need for extensive consultation with stake-
holders and states.

He urged the protesting farmer groups to hold a structured discussion
with the government on the issue, saying, "We need to see what kind of
law we have to bring and what are the pros and cons of such a law."

- India’s Feb cotton
exports to hit 2-year high as

 discounts lure buyers “

India’s cotton exports in February are set to jump' to the high-
est level in two years, as a rally in global prices has made
Indian cotton attractive for Asian buyers who earlier sourced

| the fibre from Brazil and the United States, traders said.Before

the benchmark U.S. cotton futures hit a 17-month high this
month, India, the world's second biggest cotton producer,

| struggled to export the fibre. But, after the sharp rise in global

prices, buyers have started to flock to India, five traders said.

In February, Indian traders signed contracts to export 400,000
bales (68,000 metric tons) of cotton - the highest since Febru-
ary 2022 - mainly to China, Bangladesh and Vietnam, they
said.

"Indian cotton is now very competitive. It is the cheapest in the
world, and exports are picking up," Atul Ganatra, president of
the Cotton Association of India. India could export 2 million
bales in the 2023/24 marketing year to Sept. 30, surpassing the
earlier expectation of 1.4 million bales, he said.But a few trad-
ers feel exports could rise to 2.5 million bales, as Indian cotton
is 6 to 7 cents per Ib cheaper than the supplies from the United
States, the world's biggest exporter.

If Indian cotton continues to trade at a discount to the global
benchmark, traders are expected to export 300,000 bales in
March, said a New Delhi-based dealer with a global trade
house.Aggressive Chinese buying lifted U.S. cotton prices in
the past two months and now Beijing is making purchases
from India, said a Mumbai-based trader.

"China has made purchases of around 300,000 bales for ship-
ments in February and March," the trader said.Currently,
India has the advantage of lower prices and lower freight costs
compared to the supplies from the United States and Brazil
due to its proximity to importing countries, said Vinay Kotak,
director at Mumbai-based Kotak Ginning and Pressing Indus-
tries Pvt. Ltd.Despite robust demand, India's exports would be
capped by limited surplus as local production is expected to
fall this year, Kotak said.

The country's cotton production could fall 7.7% from a year
ago to 29.41 million bales in 2023/24, the lowest since
2007/08, according to the Cotton Association of India.
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4. Cotton demand from US textile mills has fallen to its lowest since 1885.
U.S. mills are on track to process the least amount of cotton this year since 1885. U.S. textile mills will feed only
1.74 million bales of cotton into their machines in the marketing year ending 2023-2024, according to an updat-
ed forecast from the U.S. Department of Agriculture released Monday.
