Cotton is an essential commodity for the
Indian economy and is the backbone of the
Indian textile industries, moreover cotton sup-
ports two of India’s oldest and largest indus-
tries, agriculture and textiles. Cotton plays a
very important role in India and Indian econo-
my. Provides prosperouslife to the large popula-
tion of the country. Cotton is sown in about
13.5 million hectares in the country, which is
43% of the global cotton area and contributes
29% to the global cotton production. It is esti-
mated that about 65 million people are directly
or indirectly employed in the cotton industries.

Cotton in India is mainly grown in 12 states
which can be classified into three regions,
North, Central and South. About 55% to 60%
of cotton is produced in the central region. The
yield in India is very low compared to other
major cotton producing countries. Almost
every country is ahead of us in terms of farm-
ers' income. The main reasons for this are pink
bollworm infestation and manual harvesting of
cotton in the field, which ensures good quality
but also leads to high wastage. Since the cotton
crop is picked when the weather is favorable for
maximum production, sudden climate chang-
es lead to changes in cotton prices. This increas-
es the risks associated with growing cotton and
farmers lose interest in growing cotton year
after year.

The Government of India serves the interests
of the farmer through the Minimum Support
Price (MSP), where the MSP is decided by
the Agricultural Costs and Prices Commis-
sion every year before the beginning of the
cotton season, taking into account various
factors such as production, Which is based
on cost, demand supply scenario, global and
domestic prices etc.

Increasing the price of cotton

The importance of cotton textiles in the econ-
omy can never be overemphasized. Improve-
ment in cotton prices will automatically
boost the economy and upliftment of farm-
ers. Currently Indian cotton sufters from two
major issues low yield and adulteration. If
both these issues are addressed, the value
and brand of Indian cotton will increase sig-
nificantly.

Continuous efforts should be made to im-
prove the yield through better quality seeds
and agricultural practices such as:

® By changing the sequence of cultivation of
cotton in 1 crop.

® Selecting appropriate seeds.

® Appropriate distance spacing in dense
plantation.

® Drip irrigation.

® Timely use of fertilizers, pesticides and
light-sensitivity.

® Proper preparation of the field before
sowing.

Indian cotton is considered to be the best
quality cotton in the world in terms of phys-
ical parameters, making it very soft and
smooth to touch. Clothes made from
Indian cotton have a better touch and feel.
Despite some advantages, there are some
issues with Indian cotton which need to be
addressed to make efforts to get a better po-
sition in the international market.

® Improvement in quality of cotton by
logistics and handling.

® By improving their seed technology.

® By improving ginning and pressing
practices

® By reducing humidity.

® Cotton packing material and covering
cloth.

@ Grading of cotton

® Not mixing other materials inside cotton.
® By improving marketing

® Branding of Indian Cotton

@ To get more value from cotton and

its production through research work.

In short it can be said that adoption of
the above measures will produce uni-
form quality yarn with better productivi-
ty and yield, ultimately resulting in
better fabric quality. Branding of cotton
will help consumers of Indian cotton
products across the world. Confidence
will increase and the textile value chain
will get more value.

Steady green this week after last week's rise.

Cotton prices for May 24 fell by 0.29 cents on the International Cotton
Exchange, while cotton prices for July 24 month rose by 0.15 cents.

In the Indian market, cotton prices on Multi Commodity Exchange
(MCX) saw an increase of Rs 900 and Rs 420 for the months of March
and May respectively.

On NCDEX, cotton prices fell by Rs 20 per 20 kg, whereas in the months
of March, April and May, the price of cotton fell by Rs 16, 17 and 12 re-
spectively.

If we look at the cotton market of other countries, a decline was seen in

the Cotton Look "A" index, USDA spot rate also fell by 0.47 cents while

MCX spot rate remained stable, while a decline of 2.23 points was record-
ed on the Brazilian Cotton Index.

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The Centre has reiterated its proposal to
provide the minimum support price
(MSP) guarantee for the next five years
for maize, pulses and cotton, Food and
Consumer Affairs Minister Piyush Goyal
on Friday.

"Considering the welfare of farmers and
declining water levels, the government
will guarantee MSP for maize, pulses, and
cotton for the next 5 years,"” Goyal told re-
porters during a selected media briefing.

The farmers can sell their produce of
maize and pulses to the govern-
ment-owned marketing agencies NCCF
and NAFED, while the Cotton Corpora-
tion of India (CCI) has been designated
for the procurement of cotton.

"The decision will benefit farmers diversi-
fying their crops. Those who cultivate
crops with lower water consumption, like
lentils and maize, will benefit from the
MSP guarantee. This decision will be im-
plemented nationwide,” Goyal added.

The central government has finalised a
process to implement the decision and
has developed a portal where farmers will
have to register first and give an undertak-
ing that he has diversified the crop.

| Farmers registering on that portal can

also sell their produce to NCCE
NAFED, and CCI. The government will
use satellite images and crop insurance
data to verify if farmers have diversified
their crops. The government will use pur-
chased pulses to create buffer stocks,
which will later be used to control the
prices.

:v,‘ | The government will supply maize pur-

chased from farmers through agencies
to ethanol plants. For this purpose, the
government will enter into tripartite
agreements with NCCF, NAFED, and

ethanol-producing companies.

Decision in the interest of farmers

The decision comes amid the ongoing
farm protests where farmers have been
demanding a consistent MSP. In the
fourth round of talks with farmer lead-
ers, a panel of three Union ministers had
proposed buying of pulses, maize and
cotton crops by government agencies at
minimum support prices (MSP) for five
years after entering into an agreement
with farmers.

The leaders, however, rejected the Cen-
tre's proposal stating it was not in farm-
ers interest. According to Goyal, "The
government believes that this decision is
in the interest of farmers, so it will be im-
plemented.”

Farmers from Punjab began their march
to Delhi on February 13 but were
stopped by security personnel at Sham-
bhu and Khanauri points on Punjab's
border with Haryana. Many protesting
farmers have been camping at the Pun-
jab-Haryana border since then as part of
their 'Delhi Chalo’ march.

Government concerned about declin-
ing water levels

The government is concerned about de-
clining water levels in many areas. Ac-
cording to the Dynamic Groundwater
Resources Assessment of India - 2017
report, out of 138 blocks in Punjab,
water levels in 109 blocks have deterio-
rated significantly, with two in critical
and five in semi-critical situations. Only
22 blocks are safe. In recent years, the
cost of extracting water from the ground
has increased for small farmers, result-
ing in reduced input costs for crops that
do not require much water.

The government believes that maize cul-
tivation will be used for ethanol blend-
ing. By 2025, the government has set a
target of 20% ethanol blending, which
will help reduce dependence on crude
oil imports, promote renewable energy,
and control pollution from vehicles. In-
creased cultivation of pulses can also
help reduce dependence on imports.

Cotton prices are experiencing fluctuations in various regions of North Gujarat and Saurashtra, with recent increase ob-
served at various places.

Cotton cultivation increases in Bangladesh amid price crisis: Farmers trying to meet demand amid

discrepancies

Cotton cultivation is increasing in Bangladesh as farmers aim to meet local demand and reduce dependence on imports.
However, their satisfaction has been dampened by disappointing prices in the domestic market. Despite rising costs of farm-
ing such as seeds, fertilizers, diesel, pesticides and labour, farmers are getting lower prices than they expected.

Vidarbha cotton growers benefit from global cotton shortage: Cold weather in China and low yield in the US boost prices

Crop cycles being disrupted due to severe cold in China and decline in yields from the US have given cotton growers in
Vidarbha a windfall. At present, they are getting prices slightly above the minimum support price (MSP) of Rs 7,020 per

quintal.

Cotton Physical Market: This week there was a bullish en-

vironment in cotton prices.

This week was bullish for the cotton physical market. Growth
was seen in North, South and Central zones for the third con-
secutive week.

In the North Zone, an increase of Rs 200, 235 and 275 per
maund was seen in Punjab, Haryana and Rajasthan respective-

ly.

Whereas in the Central Zone states of Madhya Pradesh and
Gujarat, an increase of Rs 2,000 was recorded, while the
lowest increase of Rs 1,500 was seen in Maharashtra.

In the South Zone market, Odisha, Karnataka, and Telangana
witnessed gains of Rs 1800, Rs 1500 and Rs 1500 per candy re-
spectively, Andhra Pradesh remained stable.
