Cotton mills play an important role in the textile in-
dustry, producing a wide range of cotton-based
products used in clothing, home textiles, industri-
al textiles, and more.

The use of cotton yarn is important in textile pro-
duction. The work of making cotton yarn is done
in mills. To get some information about the mills,
we spoke to Mr. Joy Gojaria, Managing Director
of Feathers Spintex Mill in Amreli region of Guja-
rat state. His mill was established in the year 2014.
Only 100% cotton yarn is made in his mill. The
entire cotton yarn is exported and 3000 bales are
consumed per month. All the cotton for making
cotton yarn is available in sufficient quantity from
Gujarat. He further explains that this year the
demand for cotton yarn is less in the foreign coun-
tries and due to low demand, the prices that
should be available for the yarn are not being avail-
able. According to him, if the prices of cotton yarn
are good then the future of the textile industry will
be good. He further told that 98% of the mills are
not benefited by the removal of import duty on
32mm, because only 2% of the mills making 60
and 70 count yarn use it. The reason given for the
decrease in cotton arrival at present is that due to
the greed to increase the price, farmers have been
selling limited quantities for the last 15 days.

He said that the traders who do business in MSME
with 45 days payment condition do not have any
benefit in it.

For the future of cotton, it is said that the 32
mm import duty removed by the govern-
ment should be removed on all cotton quali-
ties, which will also encourage cotton
import for making cotton yarn.

The benefits associated with cotton im-
ports may vary depending on the specific
policies of the importing country and any
trade agreements or arrangements it may
have with other countries.

Quota Exemption: In some cases, import-
ed cotton may be exempted from import
quotas or the quota may be reduced, allow-
ing importers to bring in large quantities of
cotton without facing restrictions.

Special Economic Zones (SEZ): Some
countries set up SEZs where imported raw
materials, including cotton, can be subject-
ed to preferential treatment such as lower
customs duties or tax incentives to attract
investmentand promote manufacturingac-
tivities.

Stability seen in international cotton market

On the International Cotton Exchange, cotton prices for May 24 and July 24
fell by 1.34 and 0.33 cents, while cotton prices for December 24 increased by
0.69 cents.

In the Indian market, cotton prices on Multi Commodity Exchange (MCX)
saw a fall of Rs 1200 and Rs 840 for the months of March and May respective-

ly.

On NCDEX, the price of cotton fell to Rs 58.5 per 20 kg, while the price of
cottonseed fell to Rs 67,55 and Rs 60 in the months of March, April and May
respectively.

If we look at the cotton market of other countries, a decline was seen in the

Cotlook "A" index, USDA spot rate also fell by 1.41 cents while MCX spot

rose by Rs 520, while a decline of 0.72 points was recorded on the Brazilian
Cotton Index.

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Positve prjections CCPC projects rowth in Indian cotton industry

The Cotton Production and Consumption Committee (CCPC), a gov-
ernment body comprising various stakeholders of the textile industry
including farmers, recently released its report indicating positive
trends in cotton production, exports and consumption for the current
season (October 2023-September 2024). Estimates have been released.
in India. Here is a summary of the main points of the news:

Higher crop estimate CCPC has raised the cotton production estimate
for the current season to 323.11 lakh bales (170 kg each) as against the
earlier estimate of 316.57 lakh bales. This is in line with the second ad-
vance estimate of the Agriculture Ministry:.

Production for the previous season reduced In contrast, the CCPC has
reduced the production estimate for the previous season to 336.60 lakh
bales, down from the earlier estimate of 343.47 lakh bales.

Increased Import: The committee has increased the import estimate for
the current season to 14.6 lakh bales, whereas the earlier estimate was
10 lakh bales. However, imports for the current season are unchanged
at 12 lakh bales.

Export and Consumption Estimates Export estimates for the current
season have been increased to 27 lakh bales from 15.89 lakh bales in the
previous season. Including small spinners and non-textiles, consump-

tion is estimated at 317 lakh bales, compared to the earlier estimate of
310 lakh bales.

The opening stock is estimated at 61.16 lakh bales, contributing to the
overall supply estimate of 396.27 lakh bales for the current season. The
committee has also reduced its estimate of carryover stock to 52.27 lakh
bales from earlier 57.65 lakh bales.Market Dynamics Indian cotton has
seen an increase in demand due to rising prices at the Intercontinental
Exchange (ICE), New York. Domestic prices are currently being quoted
at a discount to ICE futures, making Indian cotton more attractive in
the market.

These estimates indicate a positive outlook for the cotton industry in
India, with higher production, exports and consumption projected for
the current season.

To attract the attention of the Government of India
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Important information for all ginners/oil millers

This is an important issue regarding the transportation
of goods and related insurance. We need to address this
matter immediately as it is likely to impact our opera-
tions and financial stability.

Presently, many transporters are charging 5% overload
based on the passing weight of the truck. They claim
that this practice is acceptable according to the Region-
al Transport Office (RTO), although it is not officially
documented. This situation poses a serious risk to our
operations, especially in the event of a claim.

If a claim arises, there is a possibility that the surveyor
may refuse to pay the claim due to lack of documenta-
tion regarding surcharge charges. This can lead to sig-
nificant financial losses for all parties involved.

Therefore, it is imperative that we take proactive steps
to address this issue and protect our interests. We all
ginners and oil millers need to find possible solutions.

Together we can work towards finding a solution to
this issue and ensure the safety of our investments and
assets.

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- Government considering reforms in MSME apprenticeship programs
- The Government of India is considering various measures to increase apprenticeship training in millions of micro, small and
medium enterprises (MSMEs) across the country. These measures include reducing the apprenticeship period from six months to
three months, doubling the stipend subsidy for MSMEs to 50%, offering tax incentives for hiring apprentices and providing man-
power to MSMEs facing staff shortage. Doing so may include involving the private sector.

4. Challenges remain: Global cotton prices rise amid uncertainty
Global cotton prices have recently risen, reaching $1 per pound in February 2024, up 8 percent from the previous month. This in-
crease, after a period of stability between 80 — 90 cents, challenges the notion of a post-pandemic “new normal” for cotton prices.

4. '"Maharashtra State Textile Development Corporation (MSTDC): A boost for India's textile sector
The state of Maharashtra in India is merging several textile corporations to form a state-run development organization called Ma-
harashtra State Textile Development Corporation (MSTDC) to promote its textile sector. The objective of this initiative is to pro-
vide infrastructural support services to the textile industry similar to the successful Maharashtra Industrial Development Corpora-

tion (MIDC).

4 The recent surge in cotton prices has increased the challenges faced by yarn mills.
It has increased due to weak demand at domestic and global level. This surge, which has seen domestic cotton prices rise by
10-12% in just two weeks, is a cause for concern for the textile industry. The Southern India Mills Association (SIMA) has warned

against panic buying as it fears it will further erode profit margins already hit by low demand.

4. 50% production halted in Tamil Nadu's gray fabric industry due to high cotton prices
The surge in cotton prices has forced gray fabric manufacturers in Tamil Nadu to cut production by up to 50% from Friday. In the
initial week of February 2024, cotton prices ranged from Rs 58,000 to Rs 59,000 per candy, rising significantly to Rs 62,000 by

March 8.

In North,
South and Central zones, there was a boom and at other times a re-
cession.

In the North Zone, Punjab and Haryana saw an increase of Rs 50
and Rs 25 per maund respectively, while Rajasthan saw a decline of
Rs 100 per maund.

An increase of Rs 100 was recorded in the states of Madhya Pradesh
and Gujarat in the Central Zone, while a decline of Rs 500 was seen
in Maharashtra.

In the South Zone, prices increased by Rs 100 per block in Odisha
state. In the states of Andhra Pradesh, Telangana and Karnataka,
there was a decline of Rs 500, 200 and 300 respectively.
