Commodity Exchange (MCX) for the month of May.

On NCDEX, cotton prices fell by Rs 2 per 20 kg, while the price of cottonseeds in-
creased by Rs 21 and 24 in the months of April and May.

If we look at the cotton market of other countries, a decline was seen in the Cot-

tonlook "A" index, USDA spot rate also fell by 5.38 cents while MCX spot rose

by Rs 160, while a decline of 1.96 points was recorded on the Brazilian Cotton
Index.

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Positive outlook for global cotton
industry in 2024-25: ICAC projections

The International Cotton Advisory Committee (ICAC) has released
projections indicating a positive outlook for the global cotton indus-
try in the 2024-25 season. Key points in the report are:

Growth in cotton production, consumption and trade: ICAC esti-
mates growth in cotton growing area, production, consumption and
trade for the 2024-25 season. This is attributed to factors such as fa-
vorable weather conditions, which are important for pushing cotton
production upward.

Impact of weather on production Weather conditions have been
identified as the primary factor affecting cotton production in recent
years. Due to adverse weather, the area under cotton has decreased
in the current season. However, ICAC suggests that the weather is ex-
pected to be more favorable in the upcoming season, which will lead
to increased production.

Yield Expectations Despite the projected increase in production,
yields are expected to decline marginally by 0.12% to 768 kg per hect-
are. This decline has been attributed to a variety of factors, including
extreme weather events caused by global climate change and pest
pressure.

Estimated figures ICAC estimates a 3% increase in cotton-growing
area compared to the previous season, reaching 32.85 million hect-
ares. Production is expected to increase by more than 2.5% to 25.22
million tonnes, while consumption is expected to increase by 2.9%
to 25.37 million tonnes. Global cotton trade, including imports and

exports, is expected to grow by about 4% to 9.94 million tonnes.

Price Forecast ICAC's price forecast for the 2023-24
season-average A-index ranges from 85.67 cents to
100.62 cents, with the midpoint at 92.20 cents per
pound. It provides information about the expected
price range for cotton during the upcoming season.

Overall, ICAC projections indicate positive growth
prospects for the global cotton industry in the 2024-25
season, driven by factors such as favorable weather con-
ditions and anticipated growth in production, con-
sumption and trade. However, the report also acknowl-
edges current challenges such as climate change and
pest pressure that are affecting cotton production
around the world.

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Myanmar aims to signiﬁcantly expand cotton cultivation for 2024-25 financial year

Myanmar is setting ambitious goals for its cotton industry, with plans to cultivate more than 600,000 acres of
cotton across six states and territories in the 2024-25 fiscal year. Myanmar's official Global New Light reported
that the country aims to cultivate a total of 612,712 acres of cotton in 19 cotton farming areas.

Changing crop priorities could impact India's cotton production: USDA

USDA's Foreign Agricultural Service (FAS) has estimated a two percent decline in India’s cotton production due
to various factors. It estimates cotton production at 25.4 million bales of 480 Ib (equivalent to 0.453 kg) for
2024-25. Additionally, it has estimated cotton sowing area in the country at 12.4 million hectares. The report sug-
gests that farmers may turn to higher return crops, such as pulses, maize and paddy, instead of cotton.
