Despite extensive cultivation efforts, cotton production in

Khandesh is facing a significant downturn this year, dealing

a big blow to the region's agricultural economy. Pradeep

Jain, the esteemed founder president of the Khandesh Gin-

ning Press Association, underscores the crucial role of

cotton in the area, with approximately 150 ginning factories
being a major source of employment.

Renowned as a leading cotton producer in the state,
Khandesh is grappling with unexpected challenges this
season. Despite extensive cultivation across vast lands in Jal-
gaon, Dhule, and Nandurbar districts, the actual cotton
yield in the region has significantly declined due to heavy
rainfall and pest infestation. This downturn, contrary to the
anticipated prosperity of the cotton season, has had a severe
impact.

The numbers reveal a grim reality: Despite sowing an esti-

mated 25 lakh quintals of cotton across 9 lakh hectares,

farmers have faced reduced production due to harsh weath-

er conditions and pest attacks. While ginning factories have

managed to procure 14 lakh quintals from farmers, the an-

ticipation of a potential surge in prices remains concealed
within farmers' homes.

Unfortunately, the global cotton market offers little relief.

“The cotton crisis looms over Khandesh: Challenges and Consequences”

Despite farmers' hopes for price hikes, current market con-

ditions suggest a lesser likelihood of significant growth.

Consequently, stored cotton bales not only represent a
commodity but also gamble on an uncertain future.

As the cotton season in Khandesh reaches its peak, the
looming threat of factory closures becomes apparent. The
livelihoods of ginning factory workers are endangered due
to a shortage of 10 lakh quintals in cotton production, re-
sulting in a looming crisis. With reduced production this
year causing a revenue shortfall and dwindling employ-
ment opportunities, the industry is facing unprecedented
challenges in sustaining cash flow and job prospects.

Anil Somani, director of the Factory Association, empha-

sizes the adverse impact on both revenue and employment

prospects, highlighting the severity of the crisis. This

year's two-month operating period is shorter than the pre-

vious season, further highlighting the gravity of the cur-
rent crisis.

Looking ahead, Avinash Kabra, director of the Factory As-
sociation, presents a cautious outlook for the future. Ex-
pressing concerns about a 10% reduction in cotton sowing
for the upcoming year, he hopes for an ideal shift as farm-
ers consider alternative crops like maize and pigeon peas.
While this strategic pivot seems prudent given the current
uncertainties surrounding cotton, its profound and
far-reaching implications on Khandesh's agricultural land-
scape and economic dynamics cannot be ignored.

In conclusion, the widespread cotton crisis in Khandesh

underscores the vulnerability of agricultural economies to

natural adversities and market fluctuations. As stakehold-

ers navigate through immediate outcomes and contem-

plate future strategies, the resilience and adaptability of

the region's farming community will be tested like never
before.

International Cotton Exchange cotton prices fell to 3.63 and 3.23
cents for May and July, respectively, and the lowest cotton prices
for the month of December fell to 2.53 cents.

In the Indian market, a fall of Rs 1400 was seen in the price of
cotton on Multi Commodity Exchange (MCX) for the month of
May.

On NCDEX, cotton prices fell by Rs 2 per 20 kg, while in the
months of April and May, the price of cotton fell by Rs 11 and Rs
3 respectively.

Prices fall due to weak demand

The May cotton futures contract on ICE, which touched a
high of 103.80 cents on February 28, has declined to a level
of 85.89 cents on April 10.

With cotton futures softening on ICE due to weak global
demand and better crop prospects in countries like Austra-
lia, multinational traders have started offloading their
stocks in the Indian market, trade sources said.

The May cotton futures contract on ICE, which touched a
high of 103.80 cents on February 28, has declined to a level
of 85.89 cents on April 10. The December 2024 contract on
ICE is hovering around 82 cents. Trade sources said interna-

tional prices are down about 17-18 per cent from recently

achieved highs due to weak global demand led by countries
like China, while domestic prices are also 8-9 per cent
below recent highs. .

“There are not many buyers in the market. There is demand
but the pace is very slow. Multinational companies have
started sales for April, May, June and July deliveries. This is
mainly due to fall in ICE futures and low demand,” said Ra-
manuj Das Bub, a Raichur-based sourcing agent for domes-
tic mills and multinationals and vice-president of All India
Cotton Brokers Association.

Cotton prices are hovering between %60,000-362,000 per
candy, about 3 per cent lower than prices a month ago.
Cotton sold by multinationals such as Viterra, COFCO In-
ternational and Louis Dreyfus Co. is being bought by trad-
ers and mills, Boob said.

The Cotton Corporation of India, ginners and traders have
adequate stocks, even as the arrival of raw cotton in the
market in states like Maharashtra and Gujarat has slowed
down. The daily arrival in different states is around
50,000-60,000 bales of 170 kg each. The arrival in Mahar-
arashtra is 25,000 bales, while in Gujarat it is around 20,000
bales and in Karnataka it is around 3,000 bales.

CCI, which has purchased 32.84 lakh bales of 170 kg at the
minimum support price for the 2023-24 crop season, has sold
about 5.12 lakh bales so far. The stock with CCI is 27.72 lakh
bales.

Pradeep Jain, president of Khandesh Gin Press Factory
Owners Association in Jalgaon, said the arrival is negligible
and demand is low. Farmers may have run out of cotton to
sell or may have been held back in the hope of better prices.

“Farmers and ginners are not happy this year because prices
have not been attractive,” he said.

The Khandesh region accounts for about one-fifth of Maha-
rashtra’s total production of about 1 crore bales, Jain said,
adding that farmers in the region may have about 10-15 per
cent of the stock left.

Boob said most of the north Indian cotton mills are covered
for the next six months. Mills are also purchasing on need
basis as there is no bulk movement of yarn. “Buyers are very
cautious as there is not much demand for the yarn at higher
prices. They are covering whatever is required while keeping
a minimum stock of one or two months. Also there is no price
parity for exports, whereas there are a lot of international sell-
ers, mainly from the West African region, willing to sell in the
[ndian market,” he said.

According to Sushil Phutela, director of the Indian Cotton As-
sociation Ltd in Punjab, although domestic prices are down,
there is some shortage of supply in the North Indian market.

The Cotton Production and Consumption Committee
(CoCPC), an apex body constituted by the government com-
prising cotton textile mills, growers, traders and officials, re-
cently raised its crop production estimate for the 2023-24
season to 170 from 170. 323.11 lakh bales have been made.
