In particular, BT cotton protects plants from
pests such as bollworm, thereby improving crop yield and quality.

For information on cotton crop and BT cotton, the SSI team dis-
cussed with Mr. Narendra Birla, who has been performing testing
duties at the Agricultural Institute of Madhya Pradesh for years.
He told, this year the area of sowing of cotton crop in Madhya
Pradesh has decreased compared to last year. The rain so far has
been good for the cotton crop and the cotton plants have also
grown quite well. This year the cotton crop has been attacked by
pests, but work is on to control it.

Further, he tells that the production of BT cotton is decreasing. In
the initial year 2002, the production of BT cotton increased, then
the production was up to 20 quintals per acre, which has now
become 5 to 7 quintals per acre. Research on seeds is necessary to
increase the production of BT cotton. Research of seeds should be
done according to the environment so that the plant can with-
stand conditions like rain. Due to the attack of pink bollworm on
BT cotton, the farmer removes cotton early. Efforts should be
made to stop the pink bollworm attack with biotechnique.

When he was asked what is expected from the government, he
told that the price of cotton seeds should be reduced. The seed
which was available for 600 to 700 rupees per packet last year, is
available for up to 1200 rupees this year. Due to this, the produc-
tion cost of the farmer is increasing. generation.

- Secondly, he told that the MSP has been increased but its pur-
chase is not done on time. Cotton can come by the end of
August but the government purchases it in the month of Octo-

ber.

He further explains that the government should remove Termi-
nator Technology. It is also called "Genetic Use Restriction
Technology” (GURT). It is a controversial biotechnology tech-
nique that aims to inactivate the second generation of seeds of
genetically modified (GM) plants, so that they cannot germi-
nate in the next generation. The main purpose of this technolo-
gy is to ensure that farmers do not have to buy new seeds every
year and cannot store seeds themselves.

Key aspects of Terminator technology:

Racial inactivation of seeds: Seeds produced by this technology
may not yield crops in the next generation.

Control over agriculture: Biotechnology companies gain more
control over the production and distribution of seeds.

Biosecurity: Some people see this technology as a form of bios-
ecurity, as it ensures that genetically modified genes do not
spread naturally.

Controversies:

Economic impact on farmers: This technique forces farmers to
buy new seeds every year, which can have a negative impact on
their financial situation.

Effect on biodiversity: Some experts believe that this technique
can harm biodiversity.

Ethical and social issues: Some people consider it ethically
wrong because it limits farmers’ freedom and traditional farm-
Ing practices.

This technique is not yet widely used, and has been banned in

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Ginning Units in Indore Region Face Challenges with High Mandi Tax

As the new cotton season approaches, beginning in the last week of September, ginning units in the Indore region are gearing
up for operations. However, uncertainty over demand and uncompetitive pricing due to high mandi taxes has dampened in-
dustry sentiment.

Madhya Pradesh hosts approximately 200 ginning units, with around half of them located in the Nimar region. Shrikrishan
Agrawal, owner of a ginning unit in Bhikangaon village, Khargone district, remarked, “Preparations for the new season are
underway, but capacity utilization may be impacted. Local units struggle to compete due to higher prices compared to other
states.” Ginners argue that the mandi tax levied by the Madhya Pradesh government makes procuring raw cotton and selling
finished lint cotton more expensive.

Currently, the mandi tax in Madhya Pradesh stands at 1.20 percent. Ginners advocate for a reduction to 0.50 percent to level
the playing field with other states. Kailash Agrawal, a cotton farmer and ginner from Khargone, highlighted the issue: “Selling
cotton lint to other states is challenging because our prices are higher due to the mandi tax. This affects processing, leading
ginning units to reduce operations.”

The new cotton season is anticipated to start with arrivals in local markets by late September or October. In the Indore divi-
sion, key cotton-growing areas include Khargone, Khandwa, Barwani, Manawar, Dhar, Ratlam, and Dewas.

The Cotton Association of India, an apex trade body, estimates cotton pressing in Madhya Pradesh for the 2023-24 season at
18 lakh bales (1 bale equals 170 kg).
