Answer According to the average, up to 85% of cotton sowing
work has been completed across the country.

Question Has the cotton sowing coverage area increased or de-
creased this year compared to last year?

Answer Compared to last year, it has decreased by 8.9% which is
10.74 lakh hectares in area.

Question In which states has it increased or decreased?
Answer Changes in states:

North Zone: Decrease by 32.76%, especially in Punjab by 62.03%.
South Zone: Decrease by 11.39%, in Andhra Pradesh by 29.61%.
Central Zone: Decrease by 2.64%, in Gujarat by 5.17%.

Increase: Increase in sowing by 11.71% in Karnataka and 19.30%
in Odisha.

Question Any disease infestation so far?
Answer There is a problem of pink bollworm and white fly in
Haryana and Punjab, but it is being controlled with medicines. In
other states, the crop condition is good.

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Question: Which way will the market price of cotton be in the
coming season¢

Answer: The market price of cotton will remain bullish in the
coming season because MSP and cost of crop have increased
and wages have increased, production is low, and consumption
has increased, so it is likely that the cotton market price will
remain bullish.

He further said that cotton thrives in warm regions, and the
United States, Uzbekistan, India, and China are major cot-
ton-growing countries, producing most of the world's supply.
Turkey, Brazil, and Pakistan are also among the world's top
crop producers. However, the prevalence of intensive agricul-
ture is steadily reducing the productivity of cotton-growing
farms in these countries.

Cotton, which provides the major raw material for the textile
industry, is the most widely grown non-food cash crop world-
wide. Despite the growing demand for fiber, cotton cultivation
still remains wasteful and resource-intensive, especially con-
sidering the large amount of water and pesticides. The global
industry finds itself at a crossroads as the dominant technology
for growing conventional cotton is not sustainable. This re-
quires a shift toward more sustainable cotton growing practic-
es, starting with variable rate resource application to the adop-
tion of organic farming methods.

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Cotton prices jump due to reduction in acreage in Punjab, Haryana and Rajasthan

Cotton prices have risen by 1.07%, reaching 356,900 per candy, due to a significant reduction in cotton acreage in major
[ndian states. Cotton cultivation in Punjab, Haryana and Rajasthan has declined to 10.23 lakh hectares from 16 lakh hectares
last year. Notably, Punjab's cotton acreage has come down to 97,000 hectares from 7.58 lakh hectares in the 1980s and 1990s.
A reduction has also been recorded in Rajasthan and Haryana, where cotton acreage now stands at 4.75 lakh hectares and

4.50 lakh hectares, respectively.

Along with the reduction in acreage, there has also been a delay in shipments from major global cotton producers such as the
US and Brazil, which has increased the demand for Indian cotton, especially from mills in neighbouring countries.

The uptrend in cotton prices has also been supported by strong cotton seed prices. Sowing for the Kharif 2024 season has
begun in southern states such as Karnataka, Telangana and Andhra Pradesh following recent monsoon rains. According to
USDA's 2024/25 cotton estimates, opening and ending stocks are expected to increase compared to previous estimates.

Despite stable domestic production, consumption and export forecasts, a decline in new crop cotton futures has pushed the
season s average upland farm price down by 4 cents to 70 cents per pound. In the US, ending stocks are expected to increase
by 400,000 bales to 4.1 million bales. Globally, the 2024/25 cotton balance sheet indicates an increase in opening stocks, pro-
duction and consumption, with worldwide ending stocks forecast to reach 83.5 million bales, up 480,000 bales from May.

4. Whitefly and pink bollworm threaten cotton crop
This year too, cotton crop in Haryana and Punjab is facing attack from whitefly and pink bollworm. Like the last two

years, this time too these pests have damaged the crop, forcing farmers to till their produce. Some farmers who have

access to water are planting late varieties of paddy, while other farmers have started uprooting the crop to minimise
their losses.

exports remained stable at USD 1,660.36 million, apparel exports grew 11.84% to USD 1,277.20 million, as against
USD 1,141.95 million in the same period last year.

The report highlights that between 2015 and 2021, India lost 33.9 million hectares of crop-
land due to excessive rainfall and an additional 35 million hectares due to drought conditions.
