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Impact of downward revision of production estimates and price hikes for 2024-25 on Indian cotton market

For the 2024-25 cotton season, India's balance sheet indicates an expected production of
around 302.25 lakh bales, although estimates may vary slightly due to unpredictable
weather patterns. This is lower than last season's production, which was impacted by
both lower cotton acreage and adverse weather conditions in major cotton producing

states.

Cotton Association of India

Opening stocks are around 30.19
lakh bales, with imports estimated
to increase by 25 lakh bales due to
reduced domestic production. Total
cotton supply is estimated at 357.44
lakh bales, lower than last year's
371.69 lakh bales. Domestic
consumption remains stable at 313
lakh bales, while exports are
expected to decline to 18 lakh bales
as a result of changes in the global
market.

For the cotton crop year 2024-25 in
India, station-wise production and
consumption data reflects regional
variation driven by both climatic
conditions and evolving agricultural
preferences.

Production:

e The northern region (Punjab,
Haryana, Rajasthan) is expected to
produce around 3.6 million bales.
This region, which has mostly
irrigated cotton, maintains stable
production despite challenges.

e The central region (Gujarat,
Maharashtra, Madhya Pradesh),
which is the largest producer, is
estimated at around 18.9 million
bales, a slight decrease due to

weather variability and some regions

turning to other crops such as
groundnut, which offer better
profitability.

e The southern region (Telangana, Andhra
Pradesh, Karnataka, Tamil Nadu) is expected
to produce around 7.2 million bales. The
region has seen a marginal decline in
production, but consistent demand from local
mills has kept cotton cultivation viable in the
region.

Consumption:

Domestic cotton consumption in India is
forecast to remain stable at around 31.3 million
bales, led by stable demand from the textile
industry, especially in the southern states where
mills are dominant. Increasing mill activity and
yarn demand are helping maintain this stable
consumption rate despite the reduction in
production.

Overall, while India’s production is set to decline
due to changes in crop area and weather,
consumption remains strong, and imports are
likely to increase to meet demand. This stability
in consumption underscores India's strong
textile industry, which remains a key driver for
cotton demand across all sectors.

As of November 2024, India's
cotton market is witnessing several
key developments. The USDA
recently lowered India’s production
forecast for the 2024-25 season to
around 30.7 million bales,
primarily due to adverse weather
and pest-related issues, down from
previous estimates. As a result,
prices are rising, with cotton
futures recently hitting around
255,900 per candy. This reduction
in production has also led to lower
export forecasts, with shipments
expected to drop to around 1.8
million bales from last year's 2.85
million bales. On the other hand,
imports are estimated to increase
by around 2.5 million bales to meet
domestic demand, which remains
stable due to strong demand from
the textile sector. Increasing cotton
acreage in states like Gujarat, where
some farmers have started
cultivating peanuts, is also a factor
affecting overall production. This
trend reflects a broader adjustment
in response to financial incentives
in alternative crops. Globally, while
India faces challenges, rising cotton
production from countries like
China and Brazil is helping to
balance the international outlook.

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Telangana Farmers Protest Over Cotton Purchases Falling
Below MSP

Cotton farmers in Telangana are expressing concern as traders in the Khammam agricultural market
yard are reportedly buying their harvest at prices below the Minimum Support Price (MSP) set by the
central government. Farmers have voiced their displeasure, alleging that the Cotton Corporation of
India (CCI) is offering lower-than-expected purchasing rates.

K. Nageswara Rao, a farmer from Julurpad village, said, “'The highest price we received was 6,850 per
quintal, and only a few farmers managed to get this rate.” The government has set the MSP at 7,521
per quintal.

N. Ganesh from Pallipadu lamented, “We expected the government to announce a price between
28,000 and %11,000 per quintal. Instead, traders are purchasing cotton at 26,400 per quintal, which is
below the MSP, causing significant losses for us.”

Farmers further accused traders of manually determining the moisture content of the crop instead of
using machines, alleging that a syndicate has been formed to manipulate prices.

Although District Collector Muzamil Khan visited the market yard and warned traders against buying
below MSP, farmers claim that there has been no change in their approach.

K. Praveen Kumar Reddy, Secretary of the Khammam cotton market yard, stated, “We have issued no-
tices to the traders regarding this issue and are awaiting their response. The matter will be escalated to
the Collector once replies are received.”

Approximately 45,000 bags of cotton are arriving daily at the yard from across the erstwhile Khammam
district.
