CCI Playing Important Role In Indian Cotton Scenario
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2024-25 Cotton Season:

The Cotton Corporation of India (CCI)
has set a target of procuring 50-70 lakh
bales of cotton for the 2024-25 cotton
season. This target is significantly higher
than the 32.81 lakh bales procured in the
previous 2023-24 season. This increase is
aimed at stabilising cotton prices and
supporting farmers amid fluctuating
market rates. Does increasing MSP make
any difference to CCI procurement? The
increase in the minimum support price
(MSP) for cotton in the 2024-25 season
has had a mixed impact on CCI procure-
ment. While the MSP was increased by
about 7%, setting it at ¥7,121 per quintal
for medium staple and 27,521 per quin-
tal for long staple cotton, market prices
have generally remained above the MSP
due to factors such as high cotton prices
and import duty on edible oils. This has
reduced the need for CCI to intervene ag-
gressively in some areas as farmers are al-
ready getting prices higher than the MSP
in the open markets. However, CCI has
raised its procurement target to 50-70
lakh bales this season compared to 33
lakh bales last year, partly due to antici-
pated market pressure from higher arriv-
als after Diwali and concerns about the
quality of the crop affected by weather.
This shows that while MSP hikes support
farmers, their direct impact on procure-
ment volumes varies depending on
market conditions and regional price
trends.

CCI sets procurement target of 50-70 lakh bales.

Minimum Support Price (MSP): CCI is currently procuring cotton at an MSP of
27,521 per quintal for cotton with moisture levels between 8% and 12%. A deduc-
tion of ¥75 per quintal is applied for every percentage point of moisture above 8%.
Cotton with moisture content of more than 12% is not being accepted. Farmers
have urged the government to modernize these moisture standards, especially in
view of seasonal challenges.

Market Operations: CCI has been instrumental in maintaining price stability in
major cotton growing states. Private traders are buying cotton at rates slightly
lower than MSP, which emphasizes the important role of CCI in providing fair
prices to farmers.

[n the current 2023-24 season, the Cotton Corporation of India (CCI) has so far
procured about 32.85 lakh bales. This purchase has been done at the Minimum
Support Price (MSP). The highest purchases this season have been from states

like Telangana, Maharashtra and Andhra Pradesh.

About 24 lakh bales were purchased in Telangana, while Maharashtra procured
2.44 lakh and Andhra Pradesh procured 1.30 lakh bales. Cotton was also pro-
cured from other states like Gujarat, Karnataka, Odisha, Rajasthan, Haryana and
Punjab.
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The Cotton Corporation of India (CCI) has started procurement for the 2024-25
cotton season under the Minimum Support Price (MSP) scheme. So far, CCI has
procured around 1.3-1.4 lakh bales of cotton as arrivals in the market are increas-

ing in major cotton producing states like Telangana, Gujarat and Maharashtra.
The total procurement figures are expected to increase as the season progresses.

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61 CCI Centres Begin Cotton Procurement Today
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In a significant relief for cotton farmers, 61 procurement centres under the Cotton Corporation of India
(CCI) will become fully operational starting Saturday. Previously, only 40 centres were active, while the re-
maining 21 faced delays due to pending fire department approvals and other logistical challenges.

The limited number of operational centres had forced farmers to travel long distances, incurring extra trans-
portation costs and enduring prolonged waiting times to sell their produce. Acknowledging these challenges,
Union Minister of State for Rural Development and Communications, Dr. Pemmasani Chandra Sekhar,
raised the issue with Union Textile Minister Giriraj Singh. Acting promptly, Singh instructed CCI to address
the matter.

Enhanced Facilities for Farmers

Following a review meeting with CCI ofhicials, ginning mill owners, and farmers, Dr. Chandra Sekhar an-
nounced a series of measures to streamline the procurement process. Key changes include extending the
working hours of procurement centres until 7:30 PM and ensuring same-day processing of paperwork. The
centres will now operate from Monday to Saturday, accommodating tenant farmers, who make up 60% of the
farming community and often face scheduling conflicts during weekdays.

Addressing Moisture Content Concerns

One major issue raised by farmers was the high moisture content in cotton, which affects its market value.
Dr. Chandra Sekhar assured farmers that the Centre and State governments, along with agricultural experts,
are exploring solutions to mitigate this problem. Factors such as climate, transportation, and storage meth-
ods contribute to moisture retention, and the minister pledged swift action to address these challenges.

Additionally, he proposed extending procurement operations until March 2025 to ensure all farmers’ pro-
duce is purchased without delays.
