❖ Maximum Temperature Departures (as on 17-08-2025): markedly above normal(> 5.1°C) at few places over
Arunachal Pradesh; at isolated places over Assam & Meghalaya and East Madhya Pradesh. appreciably above
normal(3.1°C to 5.0°C) at few places over East Uttar Pradesh, West Rajasthan, West Madhya Pradesh and
Chhattisgarh; at isolated places over Odisha, Jharkhand, Bihar, Gujarat Region, Saurashtra & Kutch and Vidarbha.
above normal(1.6°C to 3.0°C) at many places over East Rajasthan; at few places over Nagaland, Manipur, Mizoram &
Tripura, Sub Himalayan West Bengal & Sikkim and West Uttar Pradesh; at isolated places over Gangetic West Bengal,
Uttarakhand, Madhya Maharashtra and Tamil Nadu, Puducherry & Karaikal. near normal(-1.5°C to 1.5°C) at most
places over Jammu-KashmirLadakh-Gilgit-Baltistan-Muzaffarabad, Marathwada and Lakshadweep; at few places over
Andaman & Nicobar Islands, Haryana-Chandigarh-Delhi, Konkan & Goa, Telangana and Kerala & Mahe; at isolated
places over Punjab, Himachal Pradesh, Coastal Andhra Pradesh & Yanam, Rayalaseema and North Interior
Karnataka.

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Meteorological Analysis (Based on 0530 hours IST)

The Low Pressure Area over west central and adjoining northwest Bay of Bengal off north Andhra Pradesh
and south Odisha coasts lay as a well marked Low pressure area over west central and adjoining northwest
Bay of Bengal & north Andhra Pradesh-south Odisha coasts at 0530 hrs IST of today, the 18th August
2025. The associated cyclonic circulation extended upto 9.6 km above mean sea level tilting southwestwards
with height. It is likely to move west–northwestwards and concentrate into a depression during next 12-hours
and cross south Odisha-north Andhra Pradesh coasts around forenoon of 19th August 2025.
 The Low Pressure area overVidarbha & neighbourhood has become less marked. However, the associated
upper air cyclonic circulation persisted over the same region and extended upto 1.5 km above mean sea level.
 The mnsoon trough at mean sea level now passes through Bhuj, Ahmedabad, Akola, Ramgundam, center of
well marked Low pressure area over west central and adjoining northwest Bay of Bengal & north Andhra
Pradesh-south Odisha coasts.
 The off-share trough form south Konkan to north Kerala at mean sea level persists.
 The upper air cyclonic circulation over Northeast Arabian Sea & adjoining south Gujarat & Konkan lay over
northeast Arabian sea & adjoining Gujarat and extends upto 3.1 km above mean sea level.
 The east-west trough from upper air cyclonic circulation associated with well marked Low pressure area over
west central and adjoining northwest Bay of Bengal & north Andhra Pradesh-south Odisha coasts to upper air
cyclonic circulation over northeast Arabian sea & adjoining Gujarat across upper air cyclonic circulation
over Vidarbha, north Marathwadabetween 0.9 & 3.1 km above mean sea level tilting southwards with height.
 The Western Disturbance as a trough in lower tropospheric westerlies with its axis at 3.1 km above mean sea
level now runs roughly along Long. 65°E to the north of Lat. 30°N
 The upper air cyclonic circulation over central Pakistan & adjoining Punjab at 1.5km above mean sea
level has become less marked.

Agromet advisories for likely impact of Heavy / Heavy to Very Heavy Rainfall

In Maharashtra, make arrangements to drain out excess water from rice fields maintaining 2.5 to 5 cm water
level in Konkan and ghat areas of Madhya Maharashtra. In Marathwada, harvest matured green gram and
keep the harvested produce in safer places. To prevent waterlogging, make provision for draining out excess
water from fields of finger millet, turmeric, groundnut, vegetables and fruit orchards in Konkan; maize,
groundnut, soybean, vegetables and fruit orchards in ghat areas of Madhya Maharashtra; groundnut, black
gram, green gram, soybean, cotton, pigeon pea, pearl millet, turmeric, sugarcane, vegetables and fruit orchards
in Marathwada; soybean and cotton in West Vidarbha and rice, soybean, cotton, pigeon pea, vegetables and
fruit orchards in East Vidarbha.
In Gujarat, make arrangements to drain out excess water from fields of rice, sugarcane, vegetables and tuber
cropsin South Gujarat Heavy Rainfall Zone; rice, cotton, sugarcane and pigeon peain South Gujarat
Zone; groundnut, cotton, soybean, black gram, green gram, sesame and pigeon pea in South Sourashtra
Zone; groundnut, cotton and sesame in North Sourashtra Zone and rice, cotton, green gram, black gram,
pigeon pea, pearl millet and vegetables in Bhal and Coastal Zone.
In Madhya Pradesh, provide adequate drainage in fields of maize, soybean, cotton and vegetables in Satpura
Plateau Zone; soybean, maize and vegetables in Malwa Plateau Zone; rice, soybean, maize, sugarcane and
vegetables in Central Narmada Valley Zone; soybean, pigeon pea, cotton and vegetables in Nimar Valley
Zone and maize, soybean, black gram, cotton, and pigeon pea in Vindhyan Plateau Zone.
In Chhattisgarh, make arrangements to drain out excess water from fields of kharif maize, rice, minor millets,
pulses and vegetables in Bastar Plateau Zone.

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In Telangana, drain out excess water from fields of rice, cotton, maize, soybean, pigeon pea, turmeric and
vegetables in Northern Telangana Zone and rice, cotton, soybean, vegetables and vegetable nurseries in
Southern Telangana Zone.
In Andhra Pradesh, make arrangements to drain out excess water from fields of maize, cotton, sugarcane,
rice, mesta, red gram, green gram, black gram and groundnut in North Coastal Zone and rice, maize and
vegetable fields in High Altitude Tribal Zone.
In Karnataka, provide adequate drainage facilities in rice fields and plantations of arecanut and banana in
Coastal Zone; fields of rice, maize, cotton, ginger and plantations of arecanut in Hill Zone and fields of rice,
maize and plantations of arecanut and coconut in Southern Transition Zone.
In Kerala, provide adequate drainage in fields of rice, coconut, banana and ginger. Provide support to banana
plantations.

Construct an outlet with proper netting around the ponds to drain out excess water, thereby preventing fish from
escaping in case of overflow.

Provide mechanical support to horticultural crops and staking or support to vegetables and young fruit plants /
fruit-bearing plants to avoid lodging due to strong winds.
