Advance of Southwest Monsoon: 
 

❖  The Southwest Monsoon has further advanced into remaining parts of north Arabian Sea and some 

more parts of Rajasthan today, the 28th June.  
❖  The Northern Limit of Monsoon (NLM) now passes through Lat. 29.4°N/ Long. 70.7°E, Bikaner, 

Narnaul, Firozpur and Lat. 32.5°N/ Long. 72.5°E.  
❖  Conditions are favourable for further advance of Southwest Monsoon into remaining parts of the 

country (i.e. remaining parts of Rajasthan and Haryana and Punjab) during next 2-3 days. 
  
  

 Weather Forecast and Warning due to strengthening of the Southwest Monsoon Flow over the 

Indian subcontinent:  

Northwest India: 

❖  Light/moderate fairly widespread to widespread rainfall with isolated heavy rainfall very likely 

over Uttar Pradesh, Rajasthan, Himachal Pradesh, Uttarakhand, Haryana during next 3 days. 

Isolated Heavy to Very Heavy rainfall very likely over Himachal Pradesh on 28th; East 

Rajasthan during 28th & 30th June and Uttarakhand on 28th & 29th June. 

  
  
Central India: 

❖  Light/moderate fairly widespread to widespread rainfall with isolated heavy falls with 

thunderstorm & lightning over Madhya Pradesh during next 3 days and over Chhattisgarh & Vidarbha 

during next 24 hours. Isolated very heavy rainfall very likely over West Madhya Pradesh during 28th-

30th and East Madhya Pradesh on 28th June. 
West India: 
❖  Light/moderate fairly widespread to widespread rainfall with isolated Heavy to very Heavy 

rainfall is very likely over Konkan & Goa, Gujarat State and Ghat areas of Madhya Maharashtra 

during next 5 days. Isolated extremely heavy rainfall also very likely over Konkan and Gujarat 

region on 28th June. 

East & adjoining Northeast India: 

❖  Fairly widespread to widespread light/moderate rainfall with isolated Heavy to Very Heavy 

falls very likely over Sub-Himalayan West Bengal & Sikkim, Assam & Meghalaya, Arunachal 

Pradesh during next 5 days. Isolated heavy rainfall also likely over Jharkhand, Odisha, Gangetic 

West Bengal on 28th and Bihar during 28th-30th June. 
South India: 
❖ Light/moderate scattered to fairly widespread rainfall very likely over Kerala & Mahe, Coastal & 

South Interior Karnataka during next 5 days. Isolated heavy rainfall also likely over Coastal 

Karnataka during next 5 days; Kerala on 28th, 29th June & 02nd July, South Interior Karnataka on 

28th June & 02nd July. Isolated very heavy rainfall also likely over Coastal Karnataka on 28th June.

❖ Thunderstorm observed (from 0830 hours IST of yesterday to 0830 hours IST of today): at isolated places over Jammu-Kashmir-Ladakh-Gilgit-

Baltistan-Muzaffarabad, Himachal Pradesh, Haryana, West Rajasthan, Uttarakhand, Gangetic West Bengal, Assam & Meghalaya, Chhattisgarh, 

Saurashtra & Kutch, Madhya Pradesh, Nagaland, Manipur, Mizoram & Tripura. 

❖ Minimum Temperature Departures (as on 28-06-2023): Minimum temperatures are above normal (1.6°C to 3.0°C) at isolated places over 

Odisha, Coastal Andhra Pradesh & Yanam and Andaman & Nicobar Islands. They are below normal (-1.6°C to -3.0°C) at many places over East 

Rajasthan and Coastal Karnataka; at a few places over Gujarat Region, East Madhya Pradesh, Gangetic West Bengal, Nagaland, Manipur, Mizoram 

& Tripura, Telangana, Tamil Nadu, Puducherry & Karaikal, Konkan & Goa; at isolated places over Saurashtra & Kutch, Haryana-Chandigarh-Delhi, 

West Madhya Pradesh and Vidarbha and near normal over rest parts of the country. Today, the lowest minimum temperature of 18.6°C is reported 

at Narsinghpur (East Madhya Pradesh) over the plains of the country. 

❖ Maximum Temperature Departures (as on 27-06-2023): Maximum temperatures were appreciably above normal (3.1°C to 5.0°C) at isolated 

places over East Uttar Pradesh, Assam & Meghalaya; above normal (1.6°C to 3.0°C) at isolated places over Coastal Andhra Pradesh & Yanam and 

Tamil Nadu, Puducherry & Karaikal. They were markedly below normal (-5.1°C or less)  at many places over Vidarbha; at a few places over 

Himachal Pradesh, Madhya Pradesh, Chhattisgarh, Jharkhand; at isolated places over Odisha, Telangana, Haryana-Chandigarh-Delhi; appreciably 

below normal (-3.1°C to -5.0°C) at many places over East Rajasthan, Marathwada, at a few places over Saurashtra & Kutch, Gangetic West Bengal; 

at isolated places over Jammu-Kashmir-Ladakh-Gilgit-Baltistan-Muzaffarabad; below normal (-1.6°C to -3.0°C) at many places over Coastal 

Karnataka; at a few places over Konkan & Goa, Madhya Maharashtra; at isolated places over Kerala & Mahe, Bihar, Punjab and near normal over 

rest parts of the country. Yesterday, the highest maximum temperature of 40.0°C was reported at Barmer (West Rajasthan).

❖ Conditions are favourable for further advance of Southwest Monsoon into remaining parts of the 

country (i.e. remaining parts of Rajasthan and Haryana and Punjab) during next 2-3 days 
 

❖ The Well Marked Low Pressure Area over northeast Madhya Pradesh and neighbourhood now lies 

as a Low Pressure Area over the same region with associated cyclonic circulation extends upto 7.6 

km above mean sea level. It is very likely to move west-northwestwards towards northwest Madhya 

Pradesh during next 2 days. 

 
❖ The east-west trough now runs from northwest Rajasthan to Northeast Bay of Bengal across northeast 

Rajasthan, northwest Madhya Pradesh, Low Pressure Area over Northeast Madhya Pradesh & 

neighbourhood, south Jharkhand and Gangetic West Bengal and extends upto 1.5 km above mean sea 

level.  

 
❖ The off-shore trough at mean sea level now runs from Maharashtra coast to Kerala coast. 

 
❖ The cyclonic circulation over south Gujarat coast & neighbourhood between 3.1 km & 5.8 km above 

mean sea level persists. 

 
❖ The Western Disturbance now lies as a cyclonic circulation over Jammu & Kashmir at 5.8 km above 

mean sea level. 

 

❖ Fairly widespread to widespread light/moderate rainfall with thunderstorm likely to continue over 

northeast India, central India, Western Himalayan Region along the west coast and islands.  

❖ Isolated to scattered rainfall over remaining part of the country India.
