90km northeast of Canning (West Bengal) and 100 km east-northeast of Kolkata (West Bengal). It is likely to 

continue to move west-northwestwards and maintain its intensity of deep depression till evening of today. 

Thereafter, it will move across Gangetic West Bengal & Jharkhand as depression during subsequent 48

❖ Minimum Temperature Departures (as on 13-09-2024): Minimum temperatures were appreciably 
above normal (3.1°C to 5.0°C) at isolated places over West Rajasthan, Bihar, Sub-Himalayan West Bengal & 
Sikkim, Vidarbha, Madhya Maharashtra; above normal (1.6°C to 3.0°C) at a few places over East Rajasthan, 
Gangetic West Bengal, Odisha, Andaman & Nicobar Islands; at isolated places over Punjab, Madhya Pradesh, 
Gujarat state, Assam & Meghalaya, Nagaland, Manipur, Mizoram & Tripura, Tamil Nadu, Puducherry & 
Karaikal. These were below normal (-1.6°C to -3.0°C) at isolated places over Jammu-Kashmir-Ladakh-
Gilgit-Baltistan-Muzaffarabad, Himachal Pradesh, North Interior Karnataka and Delhi and near normal over 
rest parts of the country. Yesterday, the lowest minimum temperature of 17.8°C was reported at Delhi-
Ridge (New Delhi) over the plains of the country. (Fig.4) 

 
❖ Maximum Temperature Departures (as on 13-09-2024): Maximum temperatures were appreciably 

above normal (3.1°C to 5.0°C) at many places over Assam & Meghalaya; at a few places over Tamil Nadu, 
Puducherry & Karaikal; at isolated places over Jammu division, Sub-Himalayan West Bengal & Sikkim, Bihar 
and Coastal Andhra Pradesh & Yanam; above normal (1.6°C to 3.0°C at many places over Kerala & Mahe; at 
isolated places over Gangetic West Bengal, Odisha, Jharkhand, Nagaland, Manipur, Mizoram & Tripura and 
Konkan & Goa. These were markedly below normal (-5.1°C or less) at a few places over West Uttar 
Pradesh, Uttarakhand and Haryana-Chandigarh-Delhi; at isolated places over Himachal Pradesh; 
appreciably below normal (-3.1°C to -5.0°C) at isolated places over West Madhya Pradesh, and East Uttar 
Pradesh; below normal (-1.6°C to -3.0°C) at many places over Rajasthan; at isolated places over Gujarat 
state and Punjab and near normal over rest parts of the country. Yesterday, the highest Maximum 
Temperature of 40.1°C was reported at Thanjavur (Tamil Nadu) over the country.

Main Weather Observations:

❖ The Monsoon trough at mean sea level now passes through Ganganagar, Hissar, Delhi, Bareilly, 

Bahraich, Patna, Bankura, the centre of deep depression over Bangladesh and adjoining Gangetic 
West Bengal and thence south-southeastwards to eastcentral Bay of Bengal.  

 
❖ The cyclonic circulation over Saurashtra & neighbourhood at 3.1 km above mean sea level 

persists. 
 
❖ The Western Disturbance as a trough in middle tropospheric westerlies with its axis at 5.8 km 

above mean sea level now runs roughly along Long. 68°E to the north of Lat. 32°N.  
 
❖ The low pressure area over northwest Uttar Pradesh and adjoining Uttarakhand with the 

associated cyclonic circulation extending upto 7.6 km above mean sea level has become less 
marked.

Agromet advisories for Heavy Rainfall likely over various parts of the country 

 

✓ Drain out excess water from rice, maize, soybean, finger millet, pigeon pea and vegetables in 

Uttarakhand; from rice, maize, groundnut, sesame, arhar, black gram and vegetables in Uttar Pradesh 

to prevent water logging.  

✓ Make provision for draining out excess water from standing crop fields and fruit orchards to avoid water 

stagnation in Assam & Meghalaya, NMMT, Gangetic West Bengal, Odisha and Jharkhand 

✓ Provide mechanical support to horticultural crops & staking to vegetables. 

✓ Keep the harvested produce at safer place.
