A Western Disturbance as a cyclonic circulation lies over east Iran & neighbourhood in middle & upper tropospheric

levels. A cyclonic circulation lies over northwest Uttar Pradesh & neighbourhood in lower tropospheric levels. Under

v Scattered to fairly widespread light to moderate rainfall/snowfall accompanied with thunderstorm, lightning
very likely over the Jammu-Kashmir-Ladakh-Gilgit-Baltistan-Muzaffarabad; Himachal Pradesh, Uttarakhand during
26™-28t April, 2024 with possibility of hailstorm over Jammu-Kashmir-Ladakh-Gilgit-Baltistan-Muzaffarabad
on 26", Himachal Pradesh during 26t -28t April, 2024.

v' Isolated Heavy rainfall likely over Jammu-Kashmir-Ladakh-Gilgit-Baltistan-Muzaffarabad on 27% & 28t April,
2024.

v' Isolated rainfall accompanied with thunderstorm, lightning & gusty winds (30-40 kmph) very likely over
Punjab and Haryana-Chandigarh-Delhi on 26 & 27%; over Rajasthan on 26%; over West Uttar Pradesh on 26%; over
East Uttar Pradesh on 27t April, 2024.

v' Isolated Hailstorm very likely over Punjab on 26t & 27t%; over Haryana on 27t April, 2024.

A cyclonic circulation lies over Madhya Maharashtra and another over Telangana in lower tropospheric levels. A
trough/wind discontinuity runs from cyclonic circulation over Telangana to south Tamil Nadu in lower tropospheric
levels Under its influence:
v Isolated light rainfall accompanied with thunderstorm, lightning & gusty winds (30-50 kmph) very likely over
Madhya Maharashtra, Marathwada, Vidarbha, Chhattisgarh during 25t - 27t April, 2024.
v' Isolated to scattered light to moderate rainfall accompanied with isolated thunderstorm & lightning very likely
over Kerala & Mahe on 25t April, 2024.

Maximum temperature observation and forecast for next 5 days:

Yesterday, maximum temperatures were in the range of 42-44°C over many parts of Rayalaseema; in some parts of Coastal
Andhra Pradesh & Yanam, Telangana, Odisha and Gangetic West Bengal and in isolated pockets over Tamil Nadu,
Puducherry & Karaikal and Jharkhand. These were in the range of 40-42°C over many parts of Bihar, East Uttar Pradesh;
some parts of Gujarat; in isolated pockets over interior Karnataka, interior Maharashtra, West Rajasthan, Madhya Pradesh
and West Uttar Pradesh. These were above normal by 3-5°C over many parts of West Bengal & Sikkim; at isolated pockets
over Bihar, Jharkhand, Assam & Meghalaya, Nagaland, Manipur, Mizoram & Tripura and Arunachal Pradesh.

Heat Wave, Warm Night and Hot & Humid weather warning for next 5 days:

Heat Wave to severe heat wave conditions very likely to prevail in some places over coastal Odisha, Gangetic West
Bengal & in isolated pockets over Sub-Himalayan West Bengal & Sikkim, Interior Karnataka during next 5 days. Heat
wave conditions in isolated pockets over Bihar, Jharkhand, Coastal Andhra Pradesh & Yanam, Telangana, Rayalaseema,
during next 5 days; Coastal Karnataka on 25t & 26", Tamil Nadu on 25%; East Uttar Pradesh during 25% - 28% and West
Uttar Pradesh during 26t-28t%; Konkan on 27t & 28t April.

+» Yesterday, Heat Wave to severe heat wave conditions prevailed in isolated pockets over
Gangetic West Bengal and heat wave conditions in isolated pockets over Sub-Himalayan West
Bengal, Bihar, Odisha and Tamil Nadu. Heat wave conditions are prevailing over Odisha since
15t and over Gangetic West Bengal since 17t April.

«» Minimum Temperature Departures (as on 24-04-2024): Minimum temperatures were
appreciably above normal (3.1°C to 5.0°C) at isolated places Bihar, West Bengal & Sikkim;
above normal (1.6°C to 3.0°C) at many places over Assam & Meghalaya, Nagaland, Manipur,
Mizoram & Tripura and Madhya Maharashtra; at a few places over Arunachal Pradesh, Odisha,
Kerala & Mahe; at isolated places over East Uttar Pradesh and West Rajasthan. These were
appreciably below normal (-3.1°C to -5.0°C) at isolated places over Himachal Pradesh,
Haryana-Chandigarh and East Madhya Pradesh; below normal (-1.6°C to -3.0°C) at many
places over Vidarbha; at a few places over Punjab, Uttarakhand and West Uttar Pradesh; at
isolated places over Jammu-Kashmir-Ladakh-Gilgit-Baltistan-Muzaffarabad, north Rajasthan,
Chhattisgarh and Tamil Nadu, Puducherry & Karaikal and near normal over rest parts of the
country. Yesterday, the lowest minimum temperature of 16.6°C was reported at Karnal
(Haryana) over the plains of the country.

» Maximum Temperature Departures (as on 24-04-2024): Maximum temperatures were
markedly above normal(5.1°C or more) at many places over Sub-Himalayan West Bengal &
Sikkim; at isolated places over Bihar, Gangetic West Bengal and Assam & Meghalaya;
appreciably above normal (3.1°C to 5.0°C) at isolated places over Nagaland, Manipur, Mizoram
& Tripura, Arunachal Pradesh and Jharkhand; above normal (1.6°C to 3.0°C) at many places
over Coastal Andhra Pradesh & Yanam, Rayalaseema, South Interior Karnataka, Tamil Nadu,
Puducherry & Karaikal and Kerala & Mahe; at isolated places over East Uttar Pradesh, Odisha and
Telangana. These were below normal (-1.6°C to -3.0°C) at isolated places over Vidarbha and
East Madhya Pradesh and near normal over rest parts of the country. Yesterday, the highest
maximum temperature of 43.7°C was reported at Anantapur (Rayalaseema) over the
country.
