Weather Forecast and Warnings: 

 
A wet spell with Isolated to Scattered rainfall/snowfall likely over Jammu-Kashmir-Ladakh-Gilgit-Baltistan- 

Muzaffarabad, Himachal Pradesh and Uttarakhand on 13th & 16th February. 

Isolated rainfall accompanied with thunderstorm, lightning likely over Punjab, Haryana & Chandigarh on 16th

Gradual rise in minimum temperature likely over of East India by about 2-3°C during next 3 days and no 

significant change thereafter.

No significant change in maximum temperatures likely over Konkan & Goa and Coastal Karnataka during next 

24 hours and gradual rise by 2-3°C for subsequent 4 days and no significant change thereafter.

Main Weather Observations: 

 

❖ Rainfall distribution (from 0830 hours IST of yesterday to 0530 hours IST of today): at isolated places over 

Jammu & Kashmir and Ladakh, Haryana, West Rajasthan and Andaman & Nicobar Islands; Dry over rest of the 

country. 

❖ Significant rainfall recorded (in cm) (from 0830 hours IST of yesterday to 0530 hours IST of today): Jammu 

& Kashmir and Ladakh: Pahalgam (dist. Anantnag) 1. 

 

❖ Minimum Temperature Departures (as on 10-02-2026): below normal (-1.6°C to -3.0°C) at few places over Uttar 

Pradesh , East Madhya Pradesh , Odisha , Gangetic West Bengal , Bihar , Karnataka, Marathawada , Vidarbha , 

Telangana , Tamil Nadu, Puducherry & Karaikal, Assam & Meghalaya, Gujarat Region, Jharkhand and above normal 

(1.6°C to 3.1°C) at many places over western Himalayan Region, West Madhya Pradesh, Rajasthan, Konkan & Goa, 

Kerala & Mahe and near normal over rest parts of the country. The lowest minimum temperature of 5.6°C was 

observed at Pali (AWS) (West Rajasthan) over the plains of India. 

❖ Maximum Temperature Departures (as on 10-02-2026): The highest maximum temperature of 35.0°C is 

reported at MAHBUBNAGAR (TELANGANA), and KOTTAYAM (KERALA).

Weather Outlook for subsequent 3 days 

 

 

The Western Disturbance as a cyclonic circulation over Punjab & adjoining north Pakistan at 3.1 km above 

mean sea level persists with the trough aloft in middle & upper tropospheric westerlies with its axis at 5.8 km 

above mean sea level now runs roughly along Long. 72°E to the north of Lat. 30°N. 

The Induced cyclonic circulation over southwest Rajasthan & neighbourhood extending upto 1.5 km above 

mean sea level persists. 

Subtropical westerly Jet Stream with core winds of the order of 125 knots at 12.6 km above mean sea level 

prevails over North India. 

The upper air cyclonic circulation over southeast Bangladesh & neighbourhood at 1.5 km above mean sea 

level persists. 

The upper air cyclonic circulation over east Equatorial Indian Ocean and adjoining southeast Bay of Bengal 

at 3.1 km above mean sea level persists. 

Two fresh feeble Western Disturbances are likely to affect Western Himalayan region in quick succession, 

one from 13th and another from 16th February 2026. 

 
Isolated/Scattered rainfall/snowfall activity likely over Western Himalayan Region. 

Isolated/Scattered rainfall activity likely over Punjab, Haryana-Chandigarh, Rajasthan, West Uttar Pradesh, 

Tamil Nadu, Kerala, Lakshadweep and Nicobar Islands.
