« Difficult driving conditions with slower journey times.
 Unless taken precautionary measures, it may lead to some road traffic collisions.
+« Power Sector:
 Chances of Tripping of Power lines in the very dense fog routes.
+« Human Health:
¢ Lung related health impacts: Dense fog contains particulate matter and other pollutants and in case exposed it
gets lodged in the lungs, clogging them and decreasing their functional capacity which increases episodes of
wheezing, coughing and shortness of breath.
* Impact on people having asthma bronchitis: Long time exposure to dense fog may cause respiratory problem for
people having asthma bronchitis and other lung related health problems.
« Eye Irritation: Dense fog contains pollutions of various types and these Pollutants in the air if exposed may tend
to irritate the membranes of the eye causing various infections leading to redness or swelling of the eye.

< Transport and Aviation:
« Be careful while driving or outing through any transport.
« Use fog lights during driving.
« Be in touch with airlines, railways and state transport for schedule of your journey.

» Frostbite can occur due to prolonged exposure to cold. The skin turns pale, hard and numb and eventually
black blisters appear on exposed body parts such as fingers, toes, nose and or earlobes. Severe frostbite needs
immediate medical attention and treatment.

+«+ Impact on agriculture, crop, livestock, water supply, transport and power sector at some places.

Action suggested:

+» Wear several layers of loose fitting, light weight; warm woolen clothing.

Agromet advisories for Heavy Rainfall / Cold Wave likely over various parts of the country

» In Tamil Nadu, Kerala, South Interior Karnataka, Coastal Andhra Pradesh and Rayalaseema, provide adequate
drainage facilities for removal of excess water from standing crop fields and fruit orchards. Keep the harvested
produce in safer places or cover the produce with tarpaulin sheets in the fields. Provide mechanical support to
horticultural crops and staking to vegetables.

» In North-West India and Madhya Pradesh, apply light and frequent irrigation to the standing crops in the evening
to protect the crops from low temperature stress or cold injury. Use mulching and cover vegetable nurseries and
young fruit plants with straw / polythene sheets to maintain optimum soil temperature.

Livestock and Fishery
» Keep the animals inside the shed during heavy rainfall and provide balanced feed.

» Store the feed and fodder at safer place to avoid spoilage from rainfall.
» Construct an outlet with proper netting around the pond to drain out excess rain water, thereby preventing
fishes/fingerlings from escaping in case of overflowing.
» Check and repair dykes around the ponds to avoid entry of runoff water from the catchment areas.
» Keep cattle inside the sheds during night and provide dry bedding to protect them from cold.
Keep the chicks warm by providing artificial light in the poultry sheds.
