  Significant Weather Features
Weather Forecast and Warnings:

Light to moderate rainfall accompanied with thunderstorm, lightning very likely at isolated places with heavy
rainfall at isolated places overTamil Nadu, Puducherry & Karaikal on 05th December.

No significant change in minimum temperature likely over many parts of Northwest India for next 24 hours,
thereafter gradual rise in minimum temperature by 3-4 0C during subsequent 4 days.
Gradual fall in minimum temperature likely by 2-30C over Central, East & Northeast India during next 2 days
and thereafter no significant change.
No significant change in minimum temperature likely for next 5 days and fall by 2-30C thereafter during
subsequent 2 days in Maharashtra and no significant change in minimum temperature is likely over the Gujrat
during next 7 days.

? Minimum Temperature Departures (as on 04-12-2025): Minimum Temperature departures were markedly
below normal (-5.1°C or smaller)at isolated places over Delhi, Haryana; at appreciably below normal (-3.1°C
to -5.0°C) at isolated places over Vidarbha and Bihar; below normal (-1.6°C to -3.0°C) at a few places over
Jammu &Kashmir, Himachal Pradesh, Punjab and Andaman & Nicobar Islands; at isolated places over East
Rajasthan, Uttar Pradesh, Gangetic West Bengal, Jharkhand and Chhattisgarh. The lowest minimum
temperature of 3.0 °C is reported at Adampur (Punjab) over the plains of India.

? Maximum Temperature Departures (as on 04-12-2025): below normal(-1.6°C to -3.0°C) at many places over
Haryana-Chandigarh-Delhi and East Rajasthan. The highest maximum temperature of 35.5°C is reported at

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Meteorological Analysis (Based on 0530 hours IST)

The upper air cyclonic circulation over east Bangladesh adjoining Assam & Meghalaya at 1.5 km above
mean sea level persists.
The upper air cyclonic circulation over Southeast Arabian sea and adjoining Lakshadweep extending upto
1.5 km above mean sea level persists.
The Western disturbance as an upper air cyclonic circulation over north Punjab & neighbourhood between
3.1 & 4.5 km above mean sea level persists.
The induced cyclonic circulation over northwest Uttar Pradesh & neighbourhood extending upto 1.5 km
above mean sea level persists.
Another Western Disturbance as a trough in middle tropospheric westerlies with its axis at 5.8 km above
mean sea level roughly along Long. 56°E to the north of Lat. 32°N persists.

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Impact expected due to Cold Wave conditions over Punjab, Haryana and East Rajasthan on 06th, Jharkhand on
07th & 08th December.

Impact expected: 

An increased likelihood of various illnesses like flu, running/ stuffy nose or nosebleed, which usually set in or
get aggravated due to prolonged exposure to cold.
Do not ignore shivering. It is the first sign that the body is losing heat. Get Indoors.
Frostbite can occur due to prolonged exposure to cold. The skin turns pale, hard and numb and eventually
black blisters appear on exposed body parts such as fingers, toes, nose and or earlobes. Severe frostbite
needs immediate medical attention and treatment.
Impact on agriculture, crop, livestock, water supply, transport and power sector at some places.

Action suggested:

Wear several layers of loose fitting, light weight; warm woollen clothing.
Cover your head, neck, hands and toes adequately as majority of heat loss occurs through these body parts.
Wear several layers of loose fitting, light weight; warm woollen clothing rather than one layer of heavy cloth.
Eat vitamin-C rich fruits & vegetable and drink sufficient fluids preferably warm fluids to maintain adequate
immunity.
Avoid or limit outdoor activities.
Keep dry, if wet, change cloths immediately to prevent loss of body heat. Wear insulated/waterproof shoes.
Warm the affected area of the body slowly with lukewarm water; do not rub the skin vigorously.
If the affected skin area turns black, immediately consult a doctor.
Maintain ventilation while using Heaters to avoid inhaling toxic fumes.
Take safety measures while using electrical and gas heating devices.
Extreme care needed for vulnerable people.
Seek medical attention as soon as possible for someone suffering from frostbite/ Hypothermia.
Protect livestock from cold weather.

Agromet advisories for various parts of the country

Agromet advisories for likely impact of Heavy Rainfall

In Tamil Nadu, postpone sowing of groundnut. Drain out excess rain water from the fields of rice, groundnut,
sugarcane, cotton, black gram, maize and vegetables and plantations of coconut, banana, arecanut, mango,
rubber, cinnamon and black pepper. Strengthen irrigation channels and field bunds in rice to avoid crop lodging.
Provide support to banana plants with wooden poles to prevent them from falling.
In Rayalaseema, postpone sowing of maize, chickpea and black gram. Maintain optimum water level in already
transplanted rice fields. Drain out excess water from rice nurseries, sugarcane, and already sown chickpea and
black gram.

 Livestock / Fishery

Keep the animals inside the shed during heavy rainfall and provide them balanced feed.
Store feed and fodder in a safe place to prevent spoilage.
Construct an outlet with proper netting around the ponds to drain out excess water, thereby preventing fish from
escaping in case of overflow.

 Agromet advisories for likely impact of Thunderstorm / Gusty Winds

Provide mechanical support to horticultural crops and staking or support to vegetables and young fruit plants /
fruit-bearing plants to avoid lodging due to strong winds.

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Agromet advisories for likely impact of Cold Waves / Low Temperatures

In Punjab, Haryana, Jharkhand and East Rajasthan, apply light and frequent irrigation to the standing crops
in the evening to protect the crops from low temperature stress. Use mulching and cover vegetable nurseries
and young fruit plants with straw / polythene sheets to maintain optimum soil temperature.

Livestock / Poultry 

Keep cattle inside the sheds during night and provide dry bedding to protect them from cold.
Keep the chicks warm by providing artificial light in the poultry sheds.
