Temperature conditions and Forecast:
Temperature Conditions during past 24 hours till 0830 hours IST of today

During past 24-hours, there has been no significant change in Minimum temperatures over the entire country. Minimum
temperatures continue to be above normal by 2-5°C over Northwest India, central India, West India and by 3-5°C over
Uttar Pradesh, Bihar. Maximum temperatures are above normal by 2-4°C over Punjab, Haryana, Rajasthan, Gujarat,
Chhattisgarh, Madhya Pradesh, Odisha, Andhra Pradesh.

Weather forecast over Delhi/NCR during 06th November to 08t November 2024
Past Weather:

There has been slight fall in maximum temperature over Delhi/NCR during past 24hr. The Maximum and
Minimum temperature over Delhi is in the range of 29-32°C and 14-19°C respectively. The maximum temperature
was above normal by 1 - 2°C and minimum temperature was above normal by 2 -3°C over some places in the
region. Mainly smog condition with predominant surface wind from variable directions with wind speed reaching
04-06 kmph prevailed during daytime and calm winds during night. The mainly smog condition with wind speed
upto 04 -08 kmph from variable directions over the region prevailed in the forenoon.
