  Significant Weather Features

Weather Warnings:

East & Central India:

Thunderstorm with lightning & gusty winds (speed reaching 30-40 kmph) likely over Andaman & Nicobar Islands during
03rd – 05th November. Thunderstorm and lightning likely over West Madhya Pradesh on 03rd & 04th November.

West India:

Thunderstorm with lightning likely over Marathawada on 03rd Konkan & Goa on 05th; Madhya Maharashtra on 05th

November.

Northwest India:

Thunderstorm with lightning & gusty winds (speed reaching 40-50 kmph) likely over Jammu-Kashmir-Ladakh-Gilgit-
Baltistan-Muzaffarabad on 04th November. Thunderstorm and lightning likely over Rajasthan on 03rd and 04th

November, Himachal Pradesh on 04th & 05th; Uttarakhand on 04th November.

South Peninsular India:

Light to moderate rain/thunderstorm at many/some places likely over Tamil Nadu, Coastal Andhra Pradesh & Yanam,
Rayalaseema during 04th-06th, Coastal Karnataka and North Interior Karnataka during 05th- 07th November.

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Main Weather Observations:

❖ Rainfall distribution (from 0830 hours IST of yesterday to 0530 hours IST of today): at most places over Vidarbha,
Assam & Meghalaya, Arunachal Pradesh, Andaman & Nicobar Islands and Marathawada; at many places over
Nagaland, Manipur, Mizoram & Tripura, Odisha, Konkan & Goa , Telangana, Saurashtra & Kutch, Coastal Andhra
Pradesh & Yanam, Madhya Maharashtra , Tamilnadu Puducherry & Karaikal, North Interior Karnataka and Gujarat
Region; Dry over rest of the country.

❖ Significant rainfall recorded(in cm) (from 0830 hours IST of yesterday to 0530 hours IST of today): Vidarbha:
Nagpur-sonegaon Airport (dist Nagpur) 3; Konkan & Goa: Mumbai (santacruz) AP, Mumbai (colaba) (dist ) 3
Each; Telangana: Nizamabad (dist Nizamabad), Hyderabad (dist Hyderabad) 2 Each; Saurashtra & Kutch: Dwarka
(dist Devbhumi Dwarka), Naliya (dist Kachchh) 2 Each.

❖ Minimum Temperature Departures (as on 02-11-2025): The lowest minimum temperature of 12.5°C is reported
at NAGAUR (RAJASTHAN) over the Plains of India.

❖ Maximum Temperature Departures (as on 02-11-2025): below normal(-1.6°C to -3.0°C) at many places over
Bihar and Gujarat Region; at most places over Coastal Karnataka; at few places over Konkan & Goa. appreciably
below normal(-5.0°C to -3.1°C) at few places over Arunachal Pradesh. The highest maximum temperature of
37.4°C was reported at MADURAI (A) (TAMIL NADU).

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Meteorological Analysis (Based on 0530 hours IST)

The low pressure area over northeast Arabian Sea & neighbourhood has become less marked at 0530 hrs IST
of today, the 03rd November 2025. However, the associated cyclonic circulation persisted over the same area &
extended upto 1.5 km above mean sea level.
The low pressure area over eastcentral Bay of Bengal & adjoining Myanmar coast with the associated cyclonic
circulation extending upto 5.8 km above mean sea level persisted over the same region at 0530 hrs IST of
today, the 03rd November 2025. It is likely to move north-northwestwards along & off Myanmar-Bangladesh
coasts during next 24 hours.
The upper air cyclonic circulation over central parts of Bangladesh & neighbourhood now lies over east
Bangladesh & neighbourhood and extends upto 0.9 km above mean sea level.
 The trough in westerlies roughly along Long. 90°E to the north of Lat. 22°N between 1.5 & 3.1 km above
mean sea level persists.
The upper air cyclonic circulation over northeast Assam & neighbourhood at 1.5 km above mean sea level
persists.
A fresh Western Disturbance is likely to influence western Himalayan region from 04th November 2025.
The upper air cyclonic circulation over Vidarbha and adjoining Marathwada at 0.9 km above mean sea level
has become less marked.

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Agromet advisories for various parts of the country

Agromet advisories for likely impact of Heavy Rainfall

In Arunachal Pradesh, drain out excess water from fields of rice, field pea and banana orchards.

In Andaman and Nicobar Islands, drain out excess water from fields of rice, vegetable and plantation crops.

In Gujarat,drain out excess water from fields of rice, groundnut, soybean, black gram, maize, pigeon pea and
vegetables.

In Konkan, keep the harvested produce of rice and finger millet in safer places. Make arrangements to drain out
excess water from rice, finger millet, groundnut and turmeric fields.

 

Livestock / Fishery

Keep the animals inside the shed during heavy rainfall and provide them balanced feed.

Store feed and fodder in a safe place to prevent spoilage.

Construct an outlet with proper netting around the ponds to drain out excess water, thereby preventing fish from
escaping in case of overflow.

 

Agromet advisories for likely impact of Thunderstorm / Gusty Winds

(Based on the IBF and advisories issued by different AMFUs)

Provide mechanical support to horticultural crops and staking or support to vegetables and young fruit plants / fruit-
bearing plants to avoid lodging due to strong winds.
