The Northern Limit of Monsoon continues to pass through 17.0°N/55°E, 17.5°N/60°E, 18°N/65°E, 18.5°N/70°E,
Mumbai, Ahilyanagar, Adilabad, Bhawanipatna, Puri, Sandhead Island, 23.5°N/89.5°E, Balurghat, 30°N/85°E.

Conditions are favourable for further advancement of Southwest monsoon over some more parts of Central & adjoining
East India (including some more parts of Vidarbha, Chhattisgarh & Odisha) during next 2 days.

The upper air cyclonic circulation over westcentral Bay of Bengal off north Coastal Andhra Pradesh coast extending
upto 5.8 km above mean sea level persists.

The trough from northeast Rajasthan to above upper air cyclonic circulation across Madhya
Pradesh, Chhattisgarh, north Coastal Andhra Pradesh at 0.9 km above mean sea level persists.

The upper air cyclonic circulation over Haryana & neighbourhood persists and now extends upto 1.5 km above
mean sea level.

The Western Disturbance as a trough in middle tropospheric westerlies with its axis at 5.8 km above mean sea level
now runs roughly along Long. 62°E to the north of Lat. 30°N and it is likely to affect Northwest India from 13 ™ June
2025.

The upper air cyclonic circulation over East Uttar Pradesh extending upto 1.5 km above mean sea level has become
less marked.
