% The Deep Depression over Southwest Bay of Bengal moved northeastwards with a speed of 10 Kmph during past 6
hours and lay centred at 1730 hours IST of today, the 28t November 2024 over the same region near latitude 9.6°N
and longitude 82.7°E, about 200 km northeast of Trincomalee, 340 km east-southeast of Nagappattinam, 410 km
southeast of Puducherry and 470 km southeast of Chennai. It is very likely to move nearly northwards and maintain
its intensity of deep depression till morning of 29t November. Thereafter, it will move northwestwards, weaken
gradually into a depression by evening of 29t November. Continuing to move further northwestwards it is very
likely to cross north Tamil Nadu-Puducherry coasts between Karaikal and Mahabalipuram around morning of 30th
November as a depression with a wind speed of 45-55 kmph gusting to 65 kmph.

% A Western disturbance as a trough in middle tropospheric westerlies runs roughly along Long. 52°E to the north of
Lat. 30°N.

Muzaffarabad, Haryana-Chandigarh-Delhi, Uttarakhand, West Uttar Pradesh, East Rajasthan,
Saurashtra & Kutch, Assam & Meghalaya, Kerala & Mahe, Tamil Nadu, Puducherry & Karaikal and
Lakshadweep. These are appreciably below normal (-5.0°C to -3.1°C) at a few places over
Madhya Pradesh, Madhya Maharashtra and Marathwada; below normal (-1.6°C to -3.0°C) at
many places over North Interior Karnataka and Telangana; at a few places over Vidarbha and
Odisha; at isolated places East Uttar Pradesh, Bihar, Chhattisgarh and near normal over rest parts
of the country.

« Lung related health impacts: Dense fog contains particulate matter and other pollutants and in case
exposed it gets lodged in the lungs, clogging them and decreasing their functional capacity which
increases episodes of wheezing, coughing and shortness of breath.
e Impact on people having asthma bronchitis: Long time exposure to dense fog may cause respiratory
problem for people having asthma bronchitis and other lung related health problems.
« Eye Irritation: Dense fog contains pollutions of various types and these Pollutants in the air if exposed
may tend to irritate the membranes of the eye causing various infections leading to redness or swelling
of the eye.

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Agromet advisories for Heavy Rainfall likely over Tamil Nadu, Kerala and Coastal Andhra Pradesh:

» In Tamil Nadu, drain out excess water from rice, sugarcane, cotton, turmeric, vegetables and other standing crop
fields; coconut and banana orchards. Undertake propping in sugarcane. Provide mechanical support to banana

plants to prevent lodging.

» Undertake picking of matured cotton bolls and harvesting of matured rice, maize, groundnut, finger millet, pigeon
pea, arecanut, fruits and vegetables in South Interior Karnataka and harvesting of matured rice in Andhra
Pradesh immediately.
