Transport and Aviation:

e May affect some airports, highways and railway routes in the areas of met- sub-division.
e Difficult driving conditions with slower journey times.
¢ Unless taken precautionary measures, it may lead to some road traffic collisions.

Power Sector:
e Chances of Tripping of Power lines in the very dense fog routes.
Human Health:

e Lung related health impacts: Dense fog contains particulate matter and other pollutants and in case exposed it
gets lodged in the lungs, clogging them and decreasing their functional capacity which increases episodes of
wheezing, coughing and shortness of breath.

¢ Impact on people having asthma bronchitis: Long time exposure to dense fog may cause respiratory problem
for people having asthma bronchitis and other lung related health problems.

¢ Eye Irritation: Dense fog contains pollutions of various types and these Pollutants in the air if exposed may tend
to irritate the membranes of the eye causing various infections leading to redness or swelling of the eye.
