ii. Temperature conditions and Forecast
Temperature Conditions during past 24 hours till 0830 hours IST of yesterday

On 06 November, there had been no significant change in Minimum temperatures over many parts of the country,
except West Madhya Pradesh, Rayalaseema, Tamil Nadu, Puducherry & Karaikal, Kerala & Mahe where there was a fall by
1-2°C in some places. Minimum temperatures continued to be above normal by 2-4°C over Punjab, Haryana, Rajasthan,
Gujarat state, north Madhya Pradesh, Uttar Pradesh, Bihar, Jharkhand and Gangetic West Bengal. Maximum temperatures
were above normal by 2-4°C over Rajasthan, Gujarat state, Vidarbha and Chhattisgarh.

Forecast of temperature

v" No significant change in Minimum temperatures likely over northern parts of the country and likely rise over
central & south India by 2-3°C during next one week.

iii. Weather forecast over Delhi/NCR during 07t November to 09t November 2024
Past Weather:

There had been slight fall in minimum temperature over Delhi/NCR on 06t November. The Maximum and
Minimum temperatures over Delhi were in the range of 30-33°C and 14-18°C respectively. The Maximum
temperature was above normal by 1 - 2°C and Minimum temperature was above normal by 2 -3°C over some
places. Mainly smog conditions with predominant surface wind from variable directions with speed reaching 04-
08 kmph prevailed on 06t November. Mainly smog conditions with wind speed in the range of 04 -06 kmph from
variable directions over the region prevailed in the forenoon of yesterday.

Weather Forecast:

07t November: Mainly clear sky. The surface wind is likely to be from variable directions with wind speed less than 04
kmph during morning hours.

over Gujarat state; at many places over Rajasthan, Marathwada; at a few places over
Madhya Maharashtra, Telangana, Rayalaseema; at a isolated places over Konkan & Goa,
Vidarbha, Coastal Andhra Pradesh & Yanam, Tamil Nadu, Puducherry & Karaikal, East
Uttar Pradesh, Punjab. These were appreciably below normal (-5.0°C to -3.1°C) at
isolated places over Nagaland, Manipur, Mizoram & Tripura, Assam & Meghalaya.
Yesterday, the highest maximum temperature of 39.1°C was reported at Deesa
